Manila, Feb, 23.—Skirmishing in 
the suburbs of the city has been i 
carried on all day, the rebels having j 
begun hostilities this morniug, with i 
the evident purpose of distracting 
attention from the city itself. De­
tecting this purpose, and realizing 
that it meant further attempts on 
the part of the rebels to hum the 
city, General OUh issued an order 
to the effect that no inhabitant of 
Manila must he found outside his 
own home after 7 o’clock p. m. until 
further orders.

Every available American soldier 
is in active service today, either in 
Manila itself or on the firing line in 
the suburbs. Several short but 
sharp engagements have been 
fought, and the monitor Monadnock 
shelled the enemy with|good effect.
