1. Examinations for state and
county papers will be held as usual,
beginning on the second Wednes-
day in May, next.

2. State board of education has
not yet made rules and regulations
governing examinationg for state
papers, under the new law, but will
do 80 in the near future.

8. The provisions relating to
state papers, under the new law,
will not be in force till May 20,
1809,

4. School clerks’ bonds require
a fifty cent revenue stamp.

5. Your annual reports to this
office are to be mailed by the first
Monday in April.

Sinea the weight of the earth is
39 times that of the moon and the
distance between them is 237,000
miles, a point 5925 miles from the
earth towards the moon will be the

Amendments to the Constitution.

Five amendments {o the eonstitu-
tion of Oregon will be submitted by
senate bill 224, for adoption or re-
jection at the general election in
June, 1900. They are:

Abrogate section 10 of article 6
and substitute therefor a section

trict, ate., shall become indebted to
exceod 5 per cent on the tmxable
property.

Abrogate section 10 of article 7|
and substitute therefor a seetion |
giving the legislature authority to
rrovide for the election of five
Judges of the supreme court.

A new section to be known as
section 19 provides for the construc-
tion of reservoirs or storage basins
for wrrigatiou purposes.

One amendment provides for the
repeal of the negro suffrage section.
This, however, is of no effect, as it
was annulled by the 1l4th amend-
ment of the constitution of the
United States.

The 5th amendment is as follows:
Add the following to the Oregon
constitution:

“Article 1. The elective fran-
chise in this state shall not here-
after be prohibited to any citizen on
account of sex.”

The equal suffrage proposition is
the only ameundment of the five
heretofore submitted to the electors
of Oregon. It was voted upon ot
tho general election held June 2,
1884, and rejected by a vote of
nenrly 3 to 1.
