In acother
instant the spectators, attracted by
the clouds of smoke, were horrified
to see one after another spring
from  the opep window and fall
heavily to the pavement. Most of
them ware ing from wevers
cuts and briisés, and all were burned
until their torn and blackened skins
hung in threadd. In a few minutes
all, excopt Miss Taylor, recovered
conseiousness, and the physicians
and nurses, hastily summoned, did
all that was pessible to relieve their
sufferings.
