Simple Rules tor Finding Meridian 
Stability ol a Pile.

Simple method of finding the 
true meridian. What must I allow 
for the variation of needle this year? 
The above question is often asked 
by travelers and woodsmen who 
locate timber. For their benefit I 
shall now describe a simple method 
for determining the true meridian 
or the variation of the compaes 
needle. To use the astronomical 
instruments would require some ex­
perience, and to those who are not 
accustomed t“  such work, a com­
plicated mathematical instrument 
with difficult formula;, however ac­
curate, would bo a source of error?. 
Therefore, I shall deal with a simple 
method free from all the mathemat­
ical calculations, yet accurate enough 
for any ordinary land surveying— 
the method is by equal shadows of 
ike sun. To do this, on a level 
ground or ice, set up a straight 
pole perpendicularly by means of a 
plumb line. Two or three hours 
before noon, mark on the ground 
the extremity of its shadow. From 
the bottom of the pole, stretch a 
cord reaching to that mark, and 
with this cord as radius and the pole 
as center, strike an arc eastward. 
Two or three hours after noon, 
watch for the moment when extrem­
ity of the shadow of the pole touches 
the arc. There make another mark 
on the ground. Now, bisect the 
distance between the two marks 
thus made upon the arc. The true 
meridian will pass from the bottom 
of the pole through this bisecting 
point if a line stretched on the 
ground from the bisecting point 
to the pole and a compass 
placed so that its N and S marks 
are cut exactly by this line, the de­
viation of the needle from the line 
will he the variation for the locality.

To find stability ef a pile. Rule 
-Multiply weight of ram,in pounds, 

by the fall of ram in feet; divide 
the quotient by tbe penetration of 
pile also in feet, and again divide 
by 8. The result will be the weight 
of load, in pounds, which the pile 
will snfely support.

Cause ol Their Success.

The Oregonian’s Washington cor­
respondent attributes the success of 
Admiral Dewey and Major-General 
Otis to the fact that they were too 
far away from Washington to be 
meddled with. Iu this report he is 
eminently correct. He must prob­
ably draw his opinion from the 
fiasco made last year by the strategy 
board, sitting in Washington, di­
recting tbe operations of tnen-of- 
war out at sea.

Had Admiral Dewey been forced 
to consult the navy department be­
fore he ventured into Manila har­
bor last May, a consent in all likeli­
hood been withheld, aud tho war 
with Spain might have continued 
another year.

Battles on land and at sea cannot 
successfully be fought in Washing­
ton city. This wns vividly illus­
trated during the civil war. So 
long as tho war and navy depart­
ments directed every movement of 
the union forces the rebellion 
seemed interminable. But when 
General Grant and Admiral Farra- 
gut in a measure acted on their own 
responsibility hostilities soon ceased. 
—Evening Telegram.
