lar to the one he held at Buena
Park factory, in California, explained
how wonderfully successful the
condensed milk factory there is, in
spite of the greatest natural disad-
vantages, ns for instance, heat,
drought and bad water.

He says that it is surprising how
Portland capitalists can overlook
the opportunity that is offered
them in the establishing of
a condensed milk fuctory here,
whore unture has o abundantly
provided for all advantages to be
wished for, equable climate, green
grass nearly the year round, and
good water, The milk is here, and
the market is here.

The Buena Park factory makes
now 330 cases of condensed milk
per day, using 35,000 pounds of
milk per day. Three years ago
they started in with 2000 pounds.
| They could use a great deal more
milk if they counld get it, as they are
net able to fill the orders. In Jan-
uary they paid $1.50 per 100 for the
milk, and now they pay 90 ceunts.
Milk could be had n great deal
cheaper here if a factory was located
at the proper place—that is, in a
section that is not directly tributary
to Portland.

John Meyenberg is manager of
the Buena Park factory, and it is
owing to his skill that the fuctory
is s0 prosperous. He and Mr.
Chevalley were here n few years
ago, and started in the same line,
but for lack of capital they did not
|sueceed. They ave both in love
!wilh Oregon and hope that some
|one will tnke up this proposition
| for the benefit of this state.

“There is,” snid Mr. Chevalley,
{ “another importaut fact that makes
[the establishmeut of all kinds of
dairy business bere still more desir-
i abie. It is this: The farmer that
{ keeps cows gets manure. If Le puts
{ the wanure on his land he some-
| times doubles his erops, and so
|dnirying is doubly paying. The
time mwust and will come when dai-
rying will be the standard of Ore-
gon farming."—Oregonian.
