Authority of Teachers.

Salem, Or., April 25.—Soveral 
questions with regnril to powers of 
school boards, principals and teach­
ers over pupils, arc touched upon 
iu an opinion rendered today by 
Attorney-General Blackburn, at the 
request of Superintendent of Public 
Iustruction Ackermau. Too ques­
tions presented to hiui were:

“Can a school board insist on a 
pupil pursuing certain studies 
against the wishes cf the pnreut?

“ Can a parent forbid a child from 
taking part in a publio entertain­
ment in a school building whgre no 
admission is charged? Wlujre ad­
mission is clinrged? '

“ Can a board iusist on a child 
taking part^ju an entertainment' in 
a building oUiflfllinn hfloliool build­
ing?" '

Judge Blackburn quotes sectiou 
12 of tlie school law, which pro­
vides: “ The board of directors of
a district may establish rules and 
regulations for the gevernment of 
teachers and pupils not inconsistent 
with tho rules aud regulations of 
the state board of education, such 
as theintorests of the school require. 
It shall be the duty of the teachers, 
under the direction of the board, to 
determine what branches shall be 
pursued by each pupil,” and holds 
that under it, “ the board may com­
pel a pupil to pursue a certain study 
against the wishes of a parent, if, in 
their opinion, such a course is nec­
essary to protect and farther the 
interests of the school.”

Tho other questions are disposed 
of together, under rule 60 of the 
rules adopted by the state board of 
education, which provides:

“In all publio schools in this state 
the teachers shall require of their 
pupils regular stated exercises in 
composition and declamation.”

The opinion holds that “ a teacher 
can compel a pupil to perform these 
exercises, but it would be necessary 
to have the exercises in tho school 
building during school hours.” 
Continuing, the opinion says:

“ While public entertainments, 
such as are indicated by your que­
ries, are very beneficial to those 
taking part, and the teichcr who is 
so energetic and enterprising as to 
get them up merits encouragement 
and commendation, yet I am of the 
opinion that it is optional with the 
parent whetficrur lint be shall per­
mit his child to take part iu them. 
Such entertainments are entirely 
without the requirements of the pub­
lic school course of etudies and ate 
held after school hours. Neither 
would a rule requiring pupils to 
participate in public entertainments 
be such a one ns would beiudispen- 
sible to the geod order of the 
school or absolutely necessary in 
order that good results might be 
obtained. In any case only a lim­
ited number of pupil« of a school 
can participate in a public enter­
tainment, owing to the fact that 
some are entirely inadapted to per­
form such exercises, through timid­
ity, incapacity or other cause; and 
though exercises of that character 
arc calculated to remove these diffi­
culties, yet for a public entertain­
ment the teacher will always select 
those who are most apt, aud, as a 
consequence, those who most need 
the exercises are neglected. So it 
is seen that a rule requiring piupils 
to participate in exercises of this 
kind would at best include but a 
limited number of those iu attend­
ance upon the school. This in itself 
condemns the rule, for only’ such 
rules should be adopted ns will 
further the educational interests of 
all those who are entitled to ntteDd 
the school.

“ If for any reason n parent does 
not desire that his child shall par­
ticipate in a public entertaiuraent, 
I can see no reason why he cannot 
prevent his child from so doing, for 
at the time the exercises are held 
the child is beyond the teacher's 
jurisdiction, aud is entirely unde: 
the parent’s control.

“Unless the exercises are held at 
stated times in the school building 
during school hours, and requiring 
all pupils of certain ages und ad­
vancement to participate therein, I 
am of the opinion that it would be 
optional with the parent to allow 
his child to participate in the exer­
cises.”

Embalmed Army Beef.

Washington, April 28.—The re­
port of Cclonel Gnrlington, of the 
commissary department of the 
army,which was yesterday presented 
to the Wade court of inquiry, but 
not accepted as a part of tile record, 
was made public today.

Colonel Garlington claims to h»ve 
collected the opinion of 38 » officers 
and 163 enlisted men, concerning 
the canned roast beef which, he 
claims, resulted as follows:

Twenty-three officers and one man 
pronounced it “ good or excellent;” 
twer.ty-five officers and two men, 
“ fair or good; with exceptions;” 
twenty-five officers and eleven men 
found it “ mostly bail or unfit," aud 
302 officers aud 149 men, said it was, 
“ entirely bad or unfit.” He saidi

“ Where cooking was passible, and 
vegetables were mixed with tho 
beef, the complaints were fewer and 
modified, and some eveu praised it 
as a substitute for fresh beef.”

Cables from Asiatic Possessions.

Washington, May 2.—The privi- 
dent lias appointed Colonel Fred­
erick Funston of the Twentieth 
Kansas to be a brigadier general 
of volunteers. The appointment 
was recommended by General Mac- 
Arthur aud supplemented strongly 
by General Otis in a cable dispatch 
yesterday.

Bills for Prinlmg by the State.

Attorney General D. R. N. Black­
burn has prepared au opinion, de­
ciding what institutions aud boards 
are entitled to have their printing 
done at the expense of the state. 
Following are those entitled to 
have printing under the law: Food
and duiry commissioner; game and 
forestry warden; Fish commis­
sioner; Soldiers’ Home; Oregon 
penitentiary; Oregon iesane asy­
lum, reform school, blind school 
and deaf mute school.

Those not entitled to printing at 
the expense of tho state are: State
board of dental examiners; state 
board of medical examiners; bar­
bers’ board of examiners; state 
board of pharmacy.

The wheat fields of Sherman 
county are practically sown for this 
season. The acreage sown is the 
largest in the history of the county, 
and, with the preseut favorable 
weather, the yield promises to be 
far the largest ever known.
