COUNTY JUDGES' SALARIES.

Attorney-General Construes the Acts ot 1891 
and 1893—Coos County in It.

Salem, May 25. — Attorney-Gen 
eral Blackburn today rendered an 
opinion at the request of L. Har- 
locker, county judge of Coos county 
in respect to the amount of salary 
to be paid to the judge. The ques­
tion was whether the Coos county 
judge draws salary under the act of 
1891 or the act of 1893. I f  under 
the former, he would receive $1200 
per annum, and under the latter, 
$800. The opinion sustains the act 
of 1893, and holds that Mr. Har- 
lockcr is entitled to only $800 per 
annum.

Railroad Taxet In Douglas County.

W. W. Brstherton, claim agent of 
the S. P. Co., was in Roseburg yes­
terday paying the company’s taxes 
in accordance with the railroad view 
of the case. He paid $10,572.11 on 
the roadbed and rolling stock, this 
being at the rate of $3500 a mile on 
the roadbed and $4373.75 on the 
congressional lauds of the company, 
being thirty-five cents an acre. He 
also paid $615 on contracted lands 
and $175.25 on depot grounds, the 
latter amounts being the full assess­
ment. Sheriff Stephens accepted 
the partial payments “ on account,” 
without prejudice to the county. 
The compauy asserts that it will 
light the payment of the remainder 
of their assessed taxes in the courts. 
The roadbed wns assessed for 
$5000 a mile last year and their 
congressional lands for 75 cents nn 
acre. The same assessment wns 
made in ’97 and was finally com­
promised by the company paying on 
$4200 a mile ou their roadbed. It 
is understood that the county will 
allow the S. P. Co. to carry the 
matter into the courts in order to 
test the question ns to the assessor’s 
right to fix valuations upon railroad 
property. Roadbed assessing has 
long been a vexed question in this 
county.— Roscburir ttaviaje
