The enlistments are to bo for serv­
ice in the regular nrmy and recruits 
are to bo organized into regiments 
or assigned to regiments already 
formed ufter enlistment. General 
Corbin said the enlistment would 
be for two years. Arrangements 
are t,o be made at ouco for increas­
ing the transportation necessnry to 
get these additional troops to the 
Philippines.

It is regarded ns a conservative 
estimate that the treasury deficit 
for the fiscal year 1899, which 
closed June 30. will bo less than 
¡$100,000,000. Already the receipts 
fo f the year aggregate over $139,- 
800,000, with the expenditures 
barely $100,000,000 more. The 
total receipts from all sources lust 
yefcr amounted to $405,321,335, 
leaving a deficit of $38,047,247.

Treasury official* aro now confi­
dent that the deficit for the present 
fiscal year will not exceed $90,000,- 
000. One week ago the estimate 
wbh a little short of $100,000,000, 
hut during the last few day* the 
receipts have been rather above tho 
estimates, while expenditures have 
greatly fallen off.

San Francisco, June 27.—A Call 
npecinl from Nevada City, Cal., says:

Kegimenlal Strength In the Philippines.

Kansas City, Mo., June 28.—A 
special cablegram to the Star from 
Manila, via Hong Kong, June 27,
any»:

Captain Clark, Captain Watson, 
Licuteuant Dali and 200 sick anil 
wounded from the Twentieth Kan­
sas regiment have been sent home. 
Only 450 men are doing duty. 
These are on tho tiring liue. The 
other members of the regiment are 
relieved from duty on account of 
sickness.

(The Kansas regiment’s normal 
strength is about 1200 men. With 
200 sick on the way home and 450 
on the firing line, 550 nre left among 
those “ unfit for duty.”]

Ship Bringing the Plague to America.

San Francisco, Juno 27.--infor­
mation of tho presonce of the bu­
bonic plague on the Nippon Main, 
hound for this port and now in 
quarantine at Honolulu has caused 
no alarm among the quarantine au­
thorities here. There is no expec­
tation that the disease will enter 
San Francisco. Tlia federal system 
of quarantine has not yet been es­
tablished at Honolulu, but there is 
a representative of this government 
attached to tho Amerioan consulate 
there whose business it is to see 
that so far as this country is con­
cerned the quarantine laws aro 
properly enforced.

Smallpox Epidemic Feared.

Spokane, Wash., June 29.—A 
smallpox scare exists in a dozen 
towns iu eastern Washington. Al­
mira, Lincoln county, is quarantined. 
Colfax has some well-developed 
cases. A new patient has heeu re­
ported in Spokane, and Wnlla Walla 
has a sick man in her post house. 
At Almira there are seven well-de­
veloped cases, tho whole town hav­
ing been exposed because a school 
teacher, who was first stricken, did 
not know the nature of his malady 
and continued to teach for several 
days. Another case was discovered 
at Marshall, this county. Five men 
who occupied a box car with him, 
have gone to Waverly, where hun­
dreds of laborers are working in 
the sugar beet factory, and it is 
feared tbu epidemic will spread 
there. Public meetings in fnrming 
communities have been prohibited, 
while vaccination is prevailing fast.

As Illegal New Mexican City.

The city of Santa Fe,N. M., lias 
discovered that not a single pro­
perty holder iu the place really 
owns a foot of ground. The city 
hn? no title of government and no 
right to collect land taxes or author­
ity over the streets or the plaza. 
The courts have decided that the 
entire Santa Fe grant was illegal.— 
New Mexican Letter.
