R. A. Graham, who was sued for
over balf a million dollars by John
D. Spreckels & Bro's Company, has
been given gix months by the su-
perior court in which to make n
finaneinl deal to recover the pro-
perty pledged to the Spreckels
company,

. Mr. Graham was one of the prinei-
pnl owners of the Beaver Hill coal
miné and also held a large share in
the Coos Bay and Eastern Ruilway
and Navigation Company, besides
being interested in other valuable
properties in Oregon. In 1889 he
applied to the Spreckels company
for monetary nid and secured $523,-
161.52, agrecing to pay the same in
one vear or afany time when the
interest became delinquent, the rate
of interest to be 6 per cent a year.

When the Spreckels company
demanded payment last February,
because of default of interest pay-
ments, Mr. Graham filed a cross-
complaint charging that the Beaver
Hill coal mines had been greatly
injured by the Spreckels company,
and that be was himself entitled to’
recompense. o
