for the construction of the Siuslaw œon(,8tion8 bv the highest
jetty for $23,737. They will have 
to carry 25,000 tons of rock a dis­
tance of 14 miles. The north jetty 
is to be extended from GOO to 700 
feet, and mattresses are to be con­
structed at the south jetty. This 
work is to be completed within 10 
mor-tbs after the signing of con­
tracts.

John Kiernan’s bid of $23,508 
will secure him tho contract for the 
improvements to bo made at the 
mouth oL the Coquille river. The 
handling of nhout 40,000 tons of 
rock is involved in the execution of 
this contract, which must also be 
completed within 10 months of the 
signing of the contract. The south 
jetty at the mouth of tho Coquillo 
will be extended 315 feet, and a 
north jotty, 500 feet in length, is to 
be built.

The bids on these improvements 
were opened yesterday in the office 
of tho government engineers in this 
city, and Captain William Harts, in 
charge of the local engineering office, 
has forwarded them to General John 
M. Wilson, chief of engineers of the 
United States army, for his approval. 
Work will probably be begun on all 
three contracts about September 15. 
— Evening Telegram, July 26th.

Important for Teachers.

A Salem special says: The state 
hoard of educatiou held a meeting 
this nfternoon, at which several im­
portant rules were made. It was 
decided that do  certificate will be 
granted under the provisions of the 
old law, even if the applicant were 
entitled to one, when the time for 
receiving it had expired, May 20. 
Graduates from normal schools aud 
chartered institutions are excepted 
from this rule. Tho board decided 
that primary certificates aro county 
certificates, and should be issued by 
cou n ty  b o a rd s  o f  e x a ia io trs  am i are 
good in any county in the state. 
As the law places no time limits on 
primary certificates, they will issue 
without time limit. Applicants for 
primary certificates will be required 
to pass examination rn the same 
questions as applicants for first, sec­
ond aud third grade certficates—on 
reading, wntiug, orthography and 
theory and practice, and pass further 
examination upon the art of ques­
tioning and methods. It was also 
decided that certificates of other 
states will be honored here, provided 
they are state papers of like 
grade and secured by state examina­
tion. Superintendent Ackerman re­
ported that he had turned into the 
state treasury $988 received by him 
for state certificates and diplomas. 
This goes into the state board of 
examiners' fund aud makes u total 
of $1598 pnid in by Superintend 
cut Ackerman.

Important Commercial Positions fo r Women.

Taking in the whole country 
there is no position connected with 
the running of a great mercantile 
establishment that is not filled by 
women. There are women adver­
tising managers who receive sala­
ries of $5000 a year, women buyers 
nnd women dressers, nnd superin­
tendents and inanngrrs who earn 
nearly ns much, aud traveling sales­
women whoso commissions amount

ranking officer for commissions in 
the volunteer organizations.

A Lawful Fence.

The statutes of Oregon provide 
that all fences composed of posts 
nnd rails, poles or planks shall bo 
nt least 4J feet high, and a ‘•woven”
(rail) fence shall be at lenst five feet 
high to the top of the rider; if not 
ridored shall be five feet to tho top 
rail, nnd the corners rhall bo locked 
with strong rails or poles or stakes.
All barbed wire fences west of the 
Cascade mountains shall have a 
board six inches wide, or a pole 
four inches iu diameter securely 
fastened not more than eight inches j  after they visit

Hon. J. VV. Bailey, state dairy 
and food commissioner, and Hon.

He recommends 
that farmers plant orchards that 
will bear marketable apples, aud he 
will send circulars containing relia­
ble information on fruit cnltuie to 
frnit laist-rs on application. Mr. 
Bailey, after a thorough inspection 
of the seteral creameries of the 
couuty, pronounces them iD good 
condition and turning out a first 
class quality of butter rmd cheese. 
He was very much surprised at 
the extent of our dairying industry 
aud says that Coos county ib tbe 
best dairying country on the Pa­
cific coast, and he predicts, with 
the increased growth iu this indus­
try, taken in connection with our 
numerous other natural resonrees, 
an immensely rich couuty before 
many years.
