General Bates took $10,000 when 
he went to see tho sultan, aud 
doubtless used the mouey with paci­
fying results. The United States, 
in agreeing to continue the Spanish 
subsidy, must annually pay to tho 
sultan $2400, to the heir of the sul­
tanate $700, to each member of the 
sultan's council of throe $000, mak­
ing a total annual payment of $41100.

In return for this the Uuited 
Stntes gains peaceable sovereignty 
over the numerous islands of the 
Sulu archipelago, lying to the south 
of the Philippines, and the large 
island of Mindanao, which is a part 
of the Philippine group, and tribu-, for the young 
tarv to the sultan.

This country now Requires its 
first Mohammedan subjects, for, 
rather queerly, the Morns, ns the 
natives are called, are faithful fol­
lowers of the prophet, having been 
converted by tho sword of an Arab 
conqueror two hundred years ago.

Before Admiral Dewey smashed 
the Spanish power in the far east 
the sultan acknowledged the 
same kind of half sovereignty to 
Spain that he now gives to this 
country. Tho old agreement with 
Spain seems to have been reaffirmed, 
with the simple change of name of 
countries. No mention is made by 
General Bates cf taxation, which is a 
sore point with the Moros. For 
the past twenty years they have not 
paid a cent of tribute to Spain. The 
last Spaniard who tried to collect 
taxes had his head split open.

The Moros are the fiercest and 
bravest of all the races in or near 
tho Philippines. Their skill in the 
use of their curved kuives, or ba- 
rongs, is marvellous. They have 
defeated the Spaniards time and 
again with knives against guns.
They are born warriors aud have 
tho Indian disdain for work. Wives 
and slaves provide the necessaries 
of life.

Absolute indifference to blood­
shed is another characteristic. In 
many islands head hunting is almost 
a sport, and a game basket is car­
ried, in which to drop the human 
hendB that fall beneath the hunter's 
barong.

Running amuck is more frequent 
in the Sulu archipelago thau in 
almost any other Malay country.
There, however, it always takes on 
tho clonk of roligious devotion.
The fanatical Mora believes that he 
who takes tho life of a Christian is 
sure of heaven. When a fanatic 
wishes to take the shortest road to 
glory he bathes in n sacred spring, 
shaves off his eyebrows, dresses in 
white, and takeB a solemn oath to 
die killing Christians. He is then 
called a juramentado. The amount 
of execution these fanatics ran ac­
complish with the sword before be­
ing killed is extraordinary. Some­
times one man mnv kill or wound 
scores of people before falling.

Mahmoud, the sultnn, is a shrewd 
young man, who maintains a large ; 
harem, and is learning some Euro­
pean customs. He is far from be­
ing an absolute ruler, as many of 
the tribal chiefs maintain almost 1 
independent sovereignty, merely i 
paying him formal homage. Tho | 
nlleginnce of these chiefs, which Gen- j 
eral B ites reports securing, is almost 
as necessary as the consent of the : 
sultan to Amerieau control. The 
chiefs have been unusually friendly i 
recently to Americans whom they 
regard as deliverers from the op -'

New York, September 10.—The 
“Tribune” will publish tomorrow an 
interview with former United States 
Senator William D. Wusbburu, head 
of an extensive flouring milling 
interest in Minneapolis, in which he 
says:

“ Tho present situation to tho citi­
zen, tho gobd Republican and tho 
impi who loves his country is really 
alarming, and it is more largely 
owing to tho rapid formation of 
what is called the trust than to any 
other agency. “First, this trust 
craze has changed the whole matter 
of uoiug things. When I was a 
young mail—I am now US—I ha<l 
the world before rao nnd there was 
absolutely a fair field for lue. Take 
all of our most successful business 
men of today aud their experiences 
were like mine. They entered the 
race without a handicap, and their 
grit nnd capacity wou. Now this 
building up of trusts puts a stop to 
fair und equal opportunities for the 
young men today. The young man 
just out of college has no opeuiug. 
As a rule he cannot begin business 
on his own account against organ­
ized capital. He must join tho pro­
cession. He must content himself 
with being a mere clerk, and tlie 
chances are, ho will never get any 
further, because there are so many 
in his class. This makes the situa­
tion «»serious one, aud I am sorry 

man of today. 1 ’vc 
studied tho situation aud I am sure 
of what I am saving.”

Mr. Washburn declared that tho 
almost universal over-capitalization 
of trusts and the manipulation of 
prices to produce exorbitant profits 
must eventually result in a general 
collapse. He added:

“ There is one thing that greatly 
disturbs me. The Republican 
party, whether justly or Unjustly, is 
associated with trusts in tho minds 
of the masses. As a party wo have 
reached a crisis where we have got 
to call a halt. The Republican party 
has got to disconnect itself from 
trusts. It has got to do something 
more than adopt platform planks 
ngninst trustB. It has got to put 
forth its full strength and legislate 
ngainst them. The feeling against 
the trust idea is intense in tho west. 
It is so inteiiso in tho Republican 
party that the party will break 
ranks unless something is done. 
The undertow of sentiment in the 
western Republican stntes against 
trusts is not understood in tlio east. 
The revolt may strike us us early as 
next year.”

Senator Washburn suggested the 
removal of protective duties where 
such duties aro of advantage to 
trusts.
