Our Future.

American imperialists, with head­
quarters in Wall street, say the 
United States roust follow in the 
blood-stained foot-prints of Great 
Britain. Wo must have colonies 
where military government will be 
administered by soldiers, responsi­
ble only to the ex-officio commander- 
in-chief of the army and navy, the 
president of the United States. 
The bayonets of a large standing 
army are to be used to extort usury 
for Wull street from the inhabitants 
of the eastern and western islands, 
and also, like the bayonets of other 
military powers, they are to be used 
to enforce plutocratic tyranny upon 
American workingmen. The latter 
is whut the new American standing 
army is doing uuder command of 
General Merriam directly. Without 
any warrant of law the United 
States army has imprisoned the 
principal citizens of an Idaho county, 
to the number of 350, iu a vile stock­
ade 50x70 feet in size, and has kept 
them there for weeks without allow­
ing them to consult with their attor­
neys, families or friends; denying 
them the beuefii of habeas corpus; 
denying them deceut food, shelter, 
medical attendance and a possibility 
of cleanliness. All of these hor­
rors for weeks have been perpetrated 
by General Merriam and the regu­
lar nogro soldiers under his com­
mand upon the miners, merchants, 
preachers and county officials of an 
Idaho county; and because the 
Mullen Mirror protested, its editor 
was jailed, and his type confiscated 
and the paper suppressed. Thus 
the new imperialism and the new 
standing army operate at home, and 
he who objects is called a copper­
head and a traitor, because, they 
claim, nothing must be said against 
the president’s policy while he is 
engaged in war in the Philippines. 
Today a military director's whip, 
with William McKinley as the sole 
responsible dictator, exists in Cuba, 
Porto Rico, one county in Idaho 
and a small strip of territory in the 
Philippine islands now occupied by 
the Uuited States army. Does any 
one claim that any form of govern­
ment except military despotism ex­
ists in any of the territory named? 
If so, what and where? When the 
American people become thoroughly 
accustomed to-tho military rub of 
our fellow meri in Porto Rico, Cuba 
and the Philippines, for the purpose 
of extorting,Wall street’s usury from 
them; when we become reconciled 
to government censorship of mails 
and telegraph, at home and abroad; 
when the people applnud tbo intro­
duction of martial law for the bene­
fit of such corporations as the Stand­
ard Oil Company, who know no law 
themselves; then the time shall be 
ipe for the introduction iu congress 

of a resolution declaring William 
McKinley to be, “ President of the 
United States and Emperor of the 
East and West Indies.” Why not? 
is not that what he actually is? Has 
he not absolute power ever life and 
death, property and liberty and pub­
lic speech in those islands, so far as 
it is in the power of the army and 
navy to enforce his decrees? And 
that is not the worst of it. Tho 
worst of it is that the same absolute 
power is being enforced by regular 
array bayouets in Idaho. It may be 
any other state next, and you and I 
may speedily learn how Cubans and 
Filipinos feel under military des­
potism!— Percy Pepoon, in Twin 
City Guardian.
