Washington, D. C., Nov. 9—At 
the rectory of St. Paul’s Catholic 
church, in this city, shortly before 
10 o’clock this morning, Mrs.Mildred 
Hasten became the wife of Admiral 
George Dewey, the ceremony being 
performed by Rev. James F. Maekin, 
pastor of the church. Tho cere­
mony was of the simplest character 
according to the rites of the Cath­
olic church, and the only witnesses 
besides the officiating clergyman 
were Mrs. Washington McLean and 
Mrs. Ludlow, wife of Admiral Lud­
low, mother and sister respectively 
of tho bride, and Lieutenant Cald­
well, Dewey’s secretary.

STILL ON THE RETREAT.

Wheaton, Lawton and MacArthur are Ad­
vancing.

Washington, Nov. 10.—The war 
department hus received the follow­
ing:

“ Manila— General Lawton ex­
periences some difficulty on account 
of the continued unprecedented 
rains in tlint section of the country. 
He advanced the column at San 
Jose'yesterday to Caranagtuan. To­
day a strong fores was put through 
ou the Aligoa route.

“ Young captured yesterday con­
siderable additional Cubauatuan 
arsenal property in transit north, 
among which were 144 two-inch 
aud 22 boxes 1.65-inch ammunition 
for Hotchkiss guns, fifty projectiles 
for live and eight-inch breechload­
ing title cannons, two boxes of 
grenudes, considerable other or­
dnance property, and two tons of 
casting and arsenal machinery in 
parts.
