AS TO FINANCIAL LEGISLATION.
President McKinley's Weakness and His
Reported Change of Front.

Washington telegram (Nov. 14)
to Brooklyn Eagle:

A few days ago it was positively
stated in administration circles here
that President McKinley in his mes-
sage to congress would not only
recommend legislation tostrengthen

tain that the present gold standard
shall be maintained, but that he
would directly recommend gold
standard legislation. The friends
of the gold standard and those who
have been interested in what is
known as the Indiapapolis move-
ment, bave claimed all along that
the president would adopt this
course, and they have predicted that
his message would ring in no un-
certain sound in regard to this
important matter. It is now stated,
however, and the Eagle correspond-
ent gets this from the highest source,
that the president has practically
decided not to refer to the gold
standard in his message, except to
call attention to the fact that the
law of 1873 placed the country on
a gold basis, and that that standard
was now maintained,

The fact of the matter is, there
are & number of eastern and western
Republicans high in the councils of
the party who are opposed to any
gold standard legislation at the
appronching session of congress.
These men, it is stated, believe that
we had better let well enough alone;

an extraordinary degree of pros-
perity and that it would be unwise
to take auy chances in the way o
disturbing this prosperity, the behef
being that the enactment of finnn-
einl legislation of a radieal charae-
ter by congress would tend to up-
set business. These politicians have
frequently of late impressed upon
the president, both by letter and in
interviews, their views and have
strongly urged him not to make any
ridieal recommendations in Lis forth-
coming message. As one of these
politicians said:  “It is one thing to
