Tuesday evening Inst Bhe nt- 
teuded a ball given by her country­
men, being accompanied to the 
festivities by ber cousin, Joliu 
Olnkka, who had furnished the 
money for her to come to this 
country. She wns apparently 
happy, seemed to enjoy the dance 
and returned to her apnrtmeuts 
about 2 o’clock Wednesday morn 
ing. Sbe remained iu the parlor 
a short time with her cousin nnd 
then informed a young-woman with 
whom she roomed that slip would 
retire. The Indy soon followed, 
but on entering the room found 
Miss Marsyla had not gone to bed, 
but had disappeared, leaving her 
shoes, hat and overskirt.

Investigation failed to locate the 
missing young woman, s i the neigh­
borhood was nroused aud a search 
instituted, which lasted all day. 
Every portion of the town was ran­
sacked and the hills and suburbs 
scoured by scores of people, but 
no trace of the missing girl was 
discovered until the prints of stock­
inged feet were found leading into 
Coal Bank slough. A few min­
utes’ work with the grappling irou 
brought the girl’s body to the sur­
face.

Miss Marsyla wns about sixteen 
years of age and could not speak 
English. Whether she took her 
life while insane or homesick or 
because of a love affair is the sub­
ject of much speculation. The 
story is current timt she came here 
to marry her cousin, repented hei 
action and killed herself rather than 
jilt him.
