Not a Calamity Howl, But the Sam« Kind 
Just Hie Sam«.

Ei>. HtUAi.n: In the Oregonian of
January 5th they sj«ak of Carne­
gie’s great wealth, and in conclud­
ing the article they make this state­
ment: “ Yet Carnegie, who has
devoured nnd continues to devour 
the labors of tens of thousands, 
jioses ns a philanthropist and ut- 
temjits to support the claim by giv­
ing away to libraries jiart of the 
enormous sums he has succeeded iu 
extortidg from others; while at the 
same time he exjiloits himself in the 
magazines ns a great champion anil 
defender of democracy. There is 
no tyrany on earth equal to that of 
the mau. who makes profits amount­
ing to $40,000,000 a year.”

Well, now, that’s just what I say; 
anil it seems to me thut I have been 
hearing the long-haired, wooly-eyed 
Populists talk about that way for a 
long time. They’re stealing our 
thunder; but we’ll not got mad 
about it. Let them bay; they’re on 
the right truck, running in the right 
direction, nnd its been so long since 
wo first run over those tracks they 
will not notice that we’ve been there 
ahead of them. We’ll keeji still 

| and let them bark along as far as 
they will, as they will turn tail very 

I soon anyway. There is nothing 
! surer than that all this tyranny they 
| speak of has grown nj> under the 
fostering care of the Republican 
party; and it is another thing very 
sure that there will be no legislation 
by the Rcjiubbcan party that will 
hamper these great trusts in contin­
uing to work out their designs. So 
long as representative legislation 
aud parly fealty are cherished by 
the people, just that long will the 
trusts continue to flourish. Legis­
lation enacted by representative 
liodies will always have to be inter­
preted by the courts, and that inter- 
jirctatiou is too easily influenced by 
the w ill of the trust managers to be 
of auy permanent value to anybody 
but the trusts. What Jthe peojilc 
want more tliau anything else is, 
first, to have confidence in their own 
ability to know what they want; nnd, 
second, the means to make their 
own wants available to themselves 
through the Initiative ami Refer­
endum mode of making laws; nnd, 
lnstlv, they want no court to finish 
jhe mntter up by telling the people 
what it is they think they waut, ns 
their opinion of what the people 
might want and the actual wishes of 
the jieoplc would be liablo to be 
wide apart. For every person who 
owns a million dollars worth of I 
property there must of necessity be 
a thousand persons in destitution 
to balance the equation, and tho law 
that secures the right to the one 
individual to legally claim one mill­
ion is just as imperative in holding 
the thousand in  their state of desti­
tution.

An income of $40,000,000 in a 
year represents a startling amount 
of labor that has not been properly 
paid for; but why Andrew Carnegie 
should be singled out as the only 
great rascal guilty of tyranny worth 
specking of I can hardly seo. We 
will admit that he is, no doubt, as 
laid as they make him out, but that 
there should be such a crowd of 
others fully ns guilty as lie is, yet 
entirely undiscovered by the gazers 
from the watchtowera of our Amer­
ican freedom, is something of a 
conundrum. Possibly the jiosition 
Andrew Carnegie has taken in re­
gard to the Philippines 1ms some­
thing to do with liis condemnation, 
nnd if it lias, it robs tho statement 
made of a good deal of it« sincer­
ity. Yet I am glad to see the state­
ment made in the Oregonian, as 
there are so many who will take it 
as straigbt roods from the Oregon­
ian, but had they seen it in some 
reform jiaper they would cnll it 
Pojmlist rot.

Quite a stir of excitement was 
created in this place Wednesday 
evening be the sudden collapsing 
of the suspension bridge spaouiug 
the south fork of the C jquillejiver 
nt this place, and what seems most 
peculiar is that there was no weight 
ou it at the time of its falling, al­
though the Myrtle Point-Fort Or- 
foid mail carrier had crossed over 
it about 10 mil)utea before, aud 75 
head of sheep were driven over it 
on Monday, and why it did not fall 
under this is hard to account for. 
J. C. Browu was standing ou the 
hill near the budge aud witnessed 
it fall. At about 20 minutes to 
6 the top cord on the light hand 
side of the bridge gave way, this 
being followed by a general crack­
ing and breaking of the timbers 
nud irons supporting the structure, 
which continued for about a min­
ute, when the whole structure, ex­
cepting the piers and approaches, 
swuug to the light aud collapsed, 
the fall jarring near-by houses aud 
making a loud report. The bridge 
was built by the Pacific Bridge 
Company, of California, in 1S89, at 
a cost of nbout $6000, and wns con­
sidered the best bridge in the 
county. It was repaired nnd *e- 
pniuled nbout two years ago, but 
the upper timbers were evidently 
not inspected, ns au examination 
of the timbers nfter the wreck 
shows oue main cord to iiaye be­
come nothing more than rotten 
shells.

County Commissioners Weekly 
and McIntosh came up Thursday 
to examine uud make uecessary ur- 

i raugements for saviug the irons, 
i etc. They inform us that the 
county court will nt ouee establish 
a free ferry near the site of the 
bridge, and at the April term will 
let the contract foi another bridge 
to be built as early iu the summer 
e6 the water will permit.— Enter- 
prise.
