POLITICAL WAR IN KENTUCKY.

Senator Goebel. Democratic Leader. Fatally 
Wounded.

Frankfort, Ky., Jan. 30.— Senator 
Goebel was shot and seriously 
wounded at 10 minutes after 11 
o ’clock this morniug. The shooting 
was done by some man at present 
unknown.

Goebel was walking up the side­
walk leading to tbe sennte chamber, 
when a man in the second story of 
the building, immediately east of 
the. capitol, tired upon him.

Goeble is fatally wounded. The 
ball struck him in the right side 
nnd passed through the right lung, 
coming out below the shoulder 
blade. At noon a report from 
Goebel’s room is that the wounded 
man is resting easily.

Harland Whittaker, a farmer of 
lintler county, was nrrested on a 
charge of shooting Goebel.

Goebel, in company with Colonel 
Jack Ctiiun nnd Warden Lilliard, of 
the Frankfort penitentiary, was 
walking up the sidewalk leading 
from the street to the capitol build­
ing, Goebel being on tbe right of 
the three. When the three men 
were two-third* of the distance from 
the street to the capitol, the shot 
was fired from the third-story win­
dow of tho building occupied as the 
offico of the govornor, secretary of 
state and other leading officials of 
tbe state. The ball struck Goebel 
iu the side, and he instantly dropped 
to the pavement Goebel was then 
hastily taken to his own room on 
tho second floor of tho Capitol hotel.

TROOPS CALEB OCT.
Nicholasville, Ky., Jan. 30.— 

Troops that were here guarding the 
Kendalls were ordered to Frank­
fort on a special train, and left here 
at 1 o’clock, leaving 10 men to 
guard tho jail.

OBAVE PEAKS FOR GOEBEL.

Frankfort, Ky., Jan. 30.— 1:30 p. 
m.— Goebel's condition is not so 
good, and grave fears are enter­
tained. He, himself, is calm, and 
insists that ho will not die.

Governor Taylor Declares a Stale of Insur­
rection-

Frankfort, Ky., Jan. 31.—It is uot 
expected that Goebel will survive 
the afternoon. He has been slowly 
sinking throughout the morning. 
The noise and confusion in the 
streets and iu the Capitol hotel 
have worried him greatly. His 
fever lias increased and the doctors 
have about given up all hopes.

Frankfort, Ky., Jan. 31.—Gover­
nor Taylor at 10 o ’clock this morn­
ing issued the following proclama­
tion:

“To the General Assembly, Com­
mon wealth of Kentucky: Whereas,
a state of insurrection now prevails 
in tho state of Kentucky, and es­
pecially in Franfort, the capitol 
thereof, by 'irtue of authority 
vested in me by tho constitution of 
Kentucky, I do hereby by this proc­
lamation udjourn at once the gen­
eral assembly of. the state of Ken­
tucky to meet at London, Laurel 
countv, Ky., Tuesday, the 6th day of 
February, 1900, at 12 o’clock.

“Given under my hand at Frank­
fort, Ky., this 30th day of January, 
11)00, at 9 o ’clock p. m.

The Democratic members of the 

legislature declined to accept the 
adjournment and, not being per­
mitted to assemble at the capitol, 
decided to meet in the opernhouse. 
This was prevented by troops, who 
also chased members through the 
streets and prevented them from 
meeting at tho courthouse. Mana­
ger Weitzel, of the Capitol hotel, 
has been notified that if he permits 
a meeting of tho legislature in his 
hotel, the militia will take charge.

Republican members of the leg­
islature will lenve at once for Lon­
don, pursuant to Governor Taylor’s 
instructions for the legislature to 
meet there next Tuesday.

ENORMOUS LOSSES.

London, Jan. 28.—The war office 
does not give any idea of the casual­
ties in taking and holding Spionkop, 
but the report from Beer hendquar- 
tors, near Ladysmith, via Leureuco 
Marques says that 1500 British dead 
were left on the battlefield. This 
number is thought to include the 
wonnded.

If the Boer reports are to be ac­
cepted, “ the abandonment of Spion­
kop was due to tbe inability of the 
British to resist the Boer attack, the 
Boers carrying first trenches and 
taking 150 prisoners.”

Buffer Plans a Third Attempt.

Cape Town, Jan. 30.—General 
Buffer stiff holds tbe Tugela drifts 
and will possibly renew his attempt 
to force his way through the Boer 
defonses before long. In any case, 
Ladysmith is capable of bolding out 
for a considerable time.

A dispatch from the Associated 
Press representative at Spearman’s 
farm, dated January 15, describing 
the fight and retirement from Spi­
onkop, snys:

“ We filed down sadly, but in per­
fect order. The King’s Royal Rifles 
colonel was struck down at the mo­
ment a heliograph message order­
ing retirement was handed to him. 
The enemy is holding a thanksgiv­
ing service tonight. Surgeons who 
ascended the hill were allowed to 
remove our wounded. The scene at 
the top of the biff was fearful, and 
a terrible witness to the destructive­
ness of artillery. All day our body- 
bearers were busy carrying down 
men.”

A Hot Skirm ish— Flv# Americans Killed-

Manila, Jan. 31.—Lieutenant 
Schrenk with a detachment of 40 
men met the insurgents in force 
near Subig, Monday, and nhot fight 
ensued. The Americans were greatly 
outnumbered and forced to retreat, 
Lieutenant Scbrcuk and four men 
being killed. Later the Americans 
were reinforced nnd attacked the 
Filipinos, dispersing them with 
heavy loss.

Government of the Philippines.

New York, Jan. 31.— A special to 
the Herald from Washington says: 
President McKinley will soon an­
nounce the appointment of a civil 
commission to be charged with the 
establishment of civil government 
in the Philippines. There will be 
live members of tbe commission. 
Colonel Charles Denby, Professor 
Dean C. Worcester, aud Dr. J. B. 
Angell, president of tbe university 
of Michigan, are mentioned.

Medford Free Press: We can
now send mail matter in the Uuited 
States for from one-third to one- 
tenth of what it cost twenty years 
ago. What has caused the reduc­
tion? The answer is, the govern­
ment owns the postal service und 
charges only enough to pay actual 
expenses. Twenty years ago we 
paid five ceuts for a street car ride, 
and we pay the same fare today. 
Why have wo no reduction iu street 
car fares? The reason is the street 
cars are owned by private compan­
ies, nnd they charge as much ns the 
public will stand.

Salem Statesman: Tbe political
affairs of Kentucky have assumed 
a most vexing shape.
