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‘ Letter of Brett Clark, from the Philippines.

| Cancan, Islandof Cebu, Philippine Islands,
December 6, 188, |

Dear  Sisten:  Yesterday’s mail |
brought me two letters from you,
one written August Sth and one
| October Sth. |

I have written a number of letters
back to the states since I have been
|here, but have mnot received an
answer to any of them, except the
two I wrote you, and had made up |
wy mind not to write until T did
get an nnswer, aud so as I have nt/|
lnst heard from two of them, I will |
try and content myself to wait six |
months for an answer.

Since I last wrote you we have |
had some rather exciting times
here on this island, and haye put
the insurgents completely to rout,
scattering them and putting their
army on this island oot of existence.
Oun the night of August 2Tth, the
insurgents tried to capture the city
of Cebu, which was only garrisoned
by three companies of the 23d and
two companies of the 1st Tennessee.
The insurgents weré repulsed with-
out much difficulty and it was de-
cided to concentrate all the troops
on the island and try to give them
a crushing blow before they got
too strong. Accordiugly on the
nightol Aug. 28th, about 10 o'clock,
orders came for my company to re-
port to Cebu immediately, and we
went aboard a launch that was sent
for us and started for Cebu, arriv-
ing there about 2 o'clock in the|
moruing, only to find that the in-|
surgents bad made another attack |
on the city and were giving our|
men about all they could do to keep |
them back. We were quickly dis-
embarked, fell in and took up the
double time for the firing line out
to the edge of the rice fields, about
half a mile from the landing place.
Arriving on the line we were greeted
with cheers from our men and bul-
lets from the mniggers. The com-
mand “he down” was given, but
before the command was given we |
were flat on our faces and then be- |
gnn the fun in real earnest and for|
the rest of the nightit was a steady |
roar of rifles. Of course it was o |
dark we could not see the enemy, |
but just had to fire at their lﬂl,l

flashes and every time a rifle flashed
we sent aashower of steel bullets to
answer it. We lay there for the
rest of the night trying to give them
as good as they seunt, and as soon as
it was light enongh for the Monad-
nock to get the range, she opened
up on the niggers with her big 10-
inch guns and it did not take the
niggerslong to munke up their minds |
to vomoose. Her 10-inch guus |
were the first big guns that I hud|
ever heard fired to be close to, and |
when the first shell passed over our |
heads and plunged into the rice |
field about a guarter of a mile!
ahead of us, I thought that another
earthquake had come my way. O
all the nowses I ever heard, the ‘
noise that an 1100 pound shell
makes ns it passes through the air
over one's head is the most terrifie
sound that ever struck my ears. It|
is simply ear splitting. And when
they strike in soft ground and burst
they make a hole large enough to|
put the Coos county courthouse in. |
After the gunboat had fired about |
a dozen shots we were ordered to|
advance op the enemy over the rice |
fields, kuee deep in mud, and of all
the running [ ever saw, these ||i-,:-|r
gers put it up that morning. They |
ran so fast they looked like brown |
streaks. We made our breakfast
that morning on hardtack, bacon |
and coffee, and still pursued on |
after the niggers, chasing them
back into the foothills that day and
ocoupying some of their entrench-
ments that night. The next day
the chase] was continued, and we |
chased them farther back into the
mountains and occupied some more |
of their entrenchments that night,
By this time we had got them back
about 5 miles from the city of Cebu
and right into the heart of the|
mountains. The wuext morning,
after a short advance, it was discov-
ered that we had found the Filipino
stronghold on the islaud of Cebu,
and were up against a snag. Across |
a valley of about 2 miles in width was

The first |
shot was aimed at a fort 3300 yards |
away, and when she struck home |
we could see niggers flying in all |
directions; and then how they did |
pop away at us with their old |
smwooth-bore cannon, wasting good |
powder and shot and doing no
damage whatever. Well, this sort

morning of Sept 28d, when the final
assault was made, the expected re-
inforcements having come from
Manila. The row of 27 forts lay in
a semicircle on the range o1 hills
and the strongest fort seemed to be
located about the center of the
semicircle, straight across the wval-
ley from our artillery. The Ten-
nessee regiment had the left of the
line, two companies of the 6th and
four of the 10th the eenter, and my
company and Co. K, of the 23d, the
extreme right, while 800 men of the
10th had bLeen sent around their
vight the day before so as to try
and turn their flank.  Just ot day-
light on the morning of Sept. 23d
the advance began, our artillery
opening fire and up the hills we
started. My company was the first
to get under fire, running into a
bunch of niggers heavily intrenched
in hidden riflepits at the foot of the
Lill we were deployed to capture.
We were advancing turough a cane-
field in skirmish formation and were
suddenly fired on from somewhere,
we could not tell where, We quickly
dropped on our faces and soon dis-
sovered that the shots were coming
from a patch of brush about 200
yards in front of us. We gave them
a volley and then fixed bayonets
and made a charge on them, captur-
ing 10 and killing 15. We again
started up the lill, and a harder
climb I never had in my lite, over
rocks, boulders and through brush,
slipping, sliding, and in places so
steep we had to stick cur bayonets
into the ground to help ourselves |
up by, aud the nigger bullets flying
like hail. Our prisoners tried to
escape, but did not get very far,
after which we were not bothered
with them any more. Finally, after
nearly six hours' climbing, slippiug,
fighting and sweating, we reached
the tep of the hill and made a last
charge on the fort with our bayo-
nets fixed. Out went the niggers
and the hill was ours, with the loss
of three men killed and nine
wounded, one of whom has since
died. As we now had done the
work assigned us, we were at leisure
to look at our surroundings and sce
what the rest of the troops were do-
ing.

The fort we had ecaptured was
built in a cirele, with walls of earth
about eight feet high with loop
holes for rifles and embrasured for
cannon., Jv was about 40 feet in
dinmeter and was all uondermined
for sleeping apartments and bomb
proofs to hide in, in case they were
bombarded. We ecaptured two
small brass cannon and a great deal
of powder. They had fired the can-
non ut ng & great many times as we
were climbing up the hill, but had
invariably shot over us, doing po
damasge whatever and wasting lots
of powder and ball. In the mean-
time the rest of the troops were
having a somewhat harder time do-
ing their work than we had had do-
ing ours, a8 we had ecover coming
up our hill while they had none to
speak of, and when night fell they

Smallpoxis very
common among the natives here,
but Awmervieans very seldom take it,
only four soldiers having died from
it since this island has been oceupied.
A man in my company by the name
of Welsh died of smallpox about a
month ago, but the disease did not
spread and he was in quarters right
among the other men until he was
broke out thick. In fact it is so
common here that we do not pay
any attention to it, no ast much as
people do to measles in the states.

I am on detached service now,
doing duty at the custom-house and
have a perfect snap. All I have to
do is to check off eargoes when
they come in and see that they have
no cootrabard of war aboard.
