The shell itself is valuable, being 
worth from 15 to 25 cents per pound. 
And so if no pearls aro found, the 
shells are worth diving tor. The 
natives nre employed to dive for the 
shells ami are marvels of eudurnnee. 
They will dive in 50 and GO feet of 
water, and stay under for throe and 
four minutes at a time. Their div­
ing equipment consists of a knife 
about sixteen inches in length, and 
a bamboo basket tied to their left 
wrist. The knife is to defeud them- 
selyes from the attack of sharks and 
the much-dreaded octupua or devil 
fish, and to cut the shells from their 
reeky bed. The basket is to carry 
the shells in. The pearl is found 
embeded in the strong muscles of 
the fish. But all shells do not have 
jienrls in them, but on the contrary, 
sometimes a hundred shesll will he 
opened without finding a single 
pearl. But as the divers are cheap 
and the shells are valuable, pearl 
fishiug is a profitable business even 
if no pearls are found. Chinese are 
the pearl merchants and nre sure to 
ask as much for a pearl as a jeweler 
would in the United States.

Some places along the coast the 
laud is very flat, and when the tide 
is out vast mudflats are left exposed. 
These mudflats are covered with the 
mangrove tree. This tree always 
has the appearance of being washed 
out and nearly ready to topple over, 
and stands up clear of the ground 
on a mass of roots. When the tide 
comes in it covers the roots and 
gives the tree the appearance of sit­
ting on the water, the branches 
spreading out on the surface of the 
water. The roots of this tree are 
covered with oysters, and at low 
tide the native women come down 
in droves to get them. They will 
wade around in the mud ktieedeep 
for hours at a time to get them, not 
wearing clothing enough to flag a 
handcar; and where there are no 
mudflats there will be the finest sand 
beaches one could imagine. And 
wha> a place to bathe, they are? 
The water is always warm, of course, 
and the water comes in in long 
rolls. When we want to go in bath- 

' ing we have to wear a hat to keep 
the sun from burning our beads, 
nnd then what fun it is. One can 
stay in the water for hours and not 
feel any ill effects from it

The natives along tho coast nearly 
live in the water. They eat any­
thing they find in the sea. There 
is a kind of a snake or eel found in 
the bay here, which is sometimes 
caught, ten and twelve feet in length. 
Tbn natives say they are fine eating,

I hut I would not want to try one,
J they look too much like a snake for j 
my stomach. Then there is a salt­

water leach that attains the length 
| of 14 or 16 inches, and aro about 
half an iuch broad and covered with 
hair or biistles. These, the natives 
say, are something great. It makes 
one’s flesh creep to look ut one, let 
alone eat it. There is a funny little 
crab here that has no shell of its 
own, and so picks up any shell it 
finds lying around loose and crawls 
into it. The effect is often quite 
ludicrous. Then there ig another 
crab that has only one claw, and 
this about four times as long as the 
body of the crab. When he feeds 
himself it puts one in mind of a 
derrick. When he wishes to crawl 
he folds his claw up along his side 
ns a chicken does its wiug. and goes 
sideways at quite a rapid gait. The 
waters abound with swordfiah. I 
have seen them with swords four 
feet in length.

Great quantities of cobra nre pre­
pared here. This is the dried meat 
of cocoanuts, which. is shipped to 
Hong Kong and there the oil is 
pressed out of it nnd the oil is 
shipped to the islands. Here it is 
put to all kinds of ubcb. It is used 
for illuminating, for hair oil (no 
woman or dandy thinks they are 
complete unless their hair is satur­
ated with it), nnd for cooking as we 
use lard However, it is not a very 
good substitute for lard according to 
my taste. We soldiers use it for our 
guns and it is excellent for thnt. 
Abaca (or hemp) is another great 
product. This is made from the 
fiber of a plant that greatly resem­
bles the brake that grows on the 
Oregon hills; however it is a great 
deni larger, often attaining the 
height of 20 feet and more. And 
ns a matter of course it is prepared 
in the hardest and slowest way pos­
sible, The stalks nre cut and al­
lowed to lay in the water until they 
rot, then they are benten by hand 
with wooden mallets uutil the fibres 
ai-e separated from the pulp. Then 
they are picked out anil washed nnd 
finally nre twisted up like a huge 
hnnk of yarn and are then ready for 
shipment. Some of them make it 
up into cordage, twisting it by baud, 
aud they make it very good. It is 
about the best cordage I have ever 
seen. This is how the famous mn- 
niln cordage of commerce is pro­
duced. The work is nearly all done 
by women and children. In fact 
i.enrly all the work in the islauds is 
done by tbe womeu. They, like 
the Indian squaw, are the drudges.

Bananas are just getting ripe now 
and nre very cheap—about one cent 
a dozen. Bananas here nre excel­
lent, about the best I ever ate.

Tho bread-fruit grows in great 
abundance. This fruit looks a great 
deal like an over-grown hedgeapple. 
It is about the size of a common 
pail. The natives roast it before a 
fire, then cut it open nnd eat the 
inside. It neither looks nor tastes 
anything like bread, but haB a 
sweet, soikening taste. Some of 
the boys eat it, but I cannot stom­
ach it. ,

The mango looks and tastes much 
like a pawpaw; is about tbe same 
size and color, but only has one seed. 
According to^my opinion the pine­
apple is the best fruit that grows 
here, and they are something excel­
lent and nttaiu to large Bize. Pina 
silk is produced from the fiber of 
the pineapple stalk. This is pre­
pared in much the same way as 
hemp is, nnd then wove by band on 
crude looms. Nearly every house­
hold cun boast a loom. Cloth is 
also made from the fibre of cocoa- 
nut husks and banana stalks. This 
cocoanut and banana cloth is woven 
very loosely and is mostly used by 
the laboring class for clothing,

I think they have sawmills on 
Luzon island, hut here all tbe lum­
ber that is used is whipsawed in the 
mountains and hauled in on ox-carts. 
These carts are clumsy affairs; tne 
wheels are made of pieces sawed 
from the end of a log, generally 
mahogany, and the body mahogany 
aud bamboo.

The buffalo seems to be more of 
a water tbau land animal. They 
can’t live unless they have water 
tr wallow in like a hog When we 
went into tbe mountains after the 
insurgents we took some buffalo 
along to haul our cannon, but when 
we left the rice fields and mud, and 
started up the hills, they soon gave 
out and fell down and died. I think 
they would be a great thing for 
Coos county in winter, for mud 
never gets too deep or thick for 
them to get through; the deeper 
it is the better tbey seem to liko it. 
Tbey could drag an Oregon wagon 
over tbe mud without any trouble. 
It is almost impossible to drown 
them, so tbey could graze all winter 
on the marshes and come out fat 
in the spring. The cows are never 
milked nnd such a thing as butter 
or milk (with the exception of goat’s 
milk) is unknown. Farmers all 
keep and milk goats the same as 
farmers in tbe states do cows. I 
have tried to drink the milk, but 
have not found it much to my taste. 
When we are in the field we live 
mostly on hardtack, bacon and coffee, 
but when we are in quarters we live 
very well, have plenty of all kinds
