Dead Naval Heroes to ba Drought Home 

a. for Burial.

Washington, Sept. 7.—The offi- 
ctOkfr of the DavjiM»lepnrtuieut are 
mukiug airungi men Is for bringing 
home to the United States for inter­
ment the renmins of officers and en­
listed meu of the navy aud marine 
corps, who died or were killed iu 
Action, ashore or afloat, and were 
buried outside the continental lim­
its of the United States since April, 
1898. Careful research shows that 
there are 105 cases of this descrip­
tion, including five officers, f7  en­
listed men of the navy, and 43 en­
listed men of the marine corps.

It is the purpose of the navy de­
partment to have these remains in­
terred at this places in the United 
States selected by the next of kin. 
W here no preference as to place of 
interment is expressed by the next 
of kin the bodies of all brought 
home from the Philippines, China 
and Porto Rico points will be in­
terred at the National Cemetery, 
near San FraDcisco, and all un­
claimed bodies brought home from 
the Wrest Indies anil Alantic points 
will be interred in Arlington ceme­
tery, near this city.

It is suggested that persons in­
terested in the disposition of these 
remains communicate with the Bu­
reau of Navigation, Navy depart­
ment, Washington, D. C., before 
September 21 next, if possible, for 
information and instruction.
