AN UNWATERED EMPIRE- 

Work ot the National Irrigation Association.

The vista that the possibilities 
of irrigation reveals, says the Los 
Angeles Herald, is almost stupend­
ous, as a few facts and figures pre­
pared by the National Irrigation 
Association demonstrate. The Fed­
eral government today owns 100,- 
000,000 acres of laud, whirl) is 
worthless ouly because it is arid. 
This “ unwatered empire”  can be 
reclaimed by irrigation and rendered 
capable of sustaining a population 
of at least 50,000,0()0 people. In 
the words of the secretary of agri­
culture in his last annual report: 
“ More than one-third of the country 
depends upon the success of irri­
gation to maintain the people, the 
industries, and the political institu­
tions of that area, and future growth 
will also be measured by the in­
crease of the reclaimed area, in a 
region which, in the extent and di­
versity of its mineral wealth, has no 
equal on the globe, the riches of 
the mines in the hills arc already 
surpassed by the productions of 
the irrigated farms in the valleys, 
and the nation at large is at last 
awakening to the fact that the de­
velopment of the use of the rivers 
and arid lands of the west will con­
stitute one of the most important 
epochs in our increase in population 
and material wealth.”
WOltK FOR THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT.

These stupendous possibilities 
also present a colossal problem. 
How may this gigantic desert be 
transformed into a land of pros­
perity? Who is to redeem the na­
tional domain by- n comprehensive 
system of reservoirs? It has been 
demonstrated by twenty years of 
experience in irrigation development, 
and by the reports of government 
experts and engineers that the great 
problem can ouly be solved by the 
federal government. Captain Hi­
ram M. Chittenden, Engineer Corps, 
U. S. A., in his report on “Surveys 
for Reservoir Sites,” declares em­
phatically that reservoir construc­
tion in the arid regions of the west 
can properly be rallied out only 
through public agencies. “ Private 
enterprise can never accomplish the 
work successfully. As between 
state and nation, it falls more prop­
erly under the domain of the latter.”

TEN YEARS WOCI.D RECLAIM THE WEST.
It is estimated that $113,000,000 

would reclaim the and lands of the 
west; that an expenditure by federal 
goverment of $15,000,000 a year for 
ten years would open up lands for 
tbe settlement of a population as big 
as that of the entire country at pres­
ent. Appropriation of $100,000 was 
made at the last session of congress 
for preliminary surveys to discover 
the best locations for the immense 
reservoirs.

The assistance of every organi­
zation and of every individual in 
forwarding this all-important work 
should be welcomed and assisted in 
every possible way by the citizens 
of California, who will substantially 
derive more benefit from its con­
summation than the inhabitants of 
any other section of the eoutry.

A NATIONAL ORGANIZATION.
“ The National Irrigation Asso­

ciation,” continues the “ Hearld,” “ is 
doing most valuable work in awaken­
ing interest throughout the country, 
cast and west, in the cause. The 
policy that the association advocates 
is, in brief, that the federal goveru- 
shall build, wherever necessary, irri­
gation works required for the rec­
lamation of the and public lands, re­
imbursing itself from sales of the 
land reclaimed; and that a fair 
share of each river and harbor bill 
shall hereafter go for building 
storage reservoirs. To carrv out 
such a policy requires an effective 
national organization, which can 
only be realized by aetivo and gen­
eral support. Commercial organiza­
tions are asked to eudorse this 
policy and coperate with The Na­
tional Irrigation Association. Per­
sonal co-operation and membership 
in the Association aro necessary 
for the success of the movement.”

Beven seine nets 
fishing all the time they can every 
day, and miles upon miles of set 
nets first on one hank and then an­
other, besides drift nets everywhere 
evervnight. How can a single pair 
of fish get up to their spawning 
grouud?

Here is a slight sketch of the life 
of a salmon. The female always 
choses her mate before entering 
at the entrance of the river - 
they always pair—and when they 
get to a nice gravelly bed in some 
branch creek from the river they 
work i ut the sand ami gavel to the 
depth of a foot or more and 2 or 3 
feet long, frequently bruising them­
selves,veyv|much in this arduous task 
[I dare say most of you Lave seen 
what ar« termed “dogsalrnon” with 
discolored bruises on and taken 
them for diseased firli. These 
bruises have beeu made is scooping 
out the gravel for the deposition of 
the eggs, and in covering them over 
afterwards.]

When the female is extruding her 
eggs the male follows and cover 
them with milt—fertilization being 
external—and then both cover them 
as deeply as they possibly can with 
saud and gravel, sometimes to the 
depth of 3 or more feet, this is 
called n “ salmon read” and the fe­
male will lay from 500 to 900 eggs 
for every pound of her weight, ac­
cording to her maturity.

The time between laying and 
hatching depends a good deal on the 
temperature and may be all the way 
from 80 to 140 day. In the waters 
of the tributaries of the Coquille 
river eggs deposited iu the fall— 
Oct. and Nov. — would probably 
hatch in the following February 
and the hegining of March.
