Many say that the decision of tho 
individual operators to advance 
wages is the one thing required to 
bring tho strikers and the operators 
to agree. Other students of the 
situation declare that the strikes 
have tied the region up so throughly 
that they are now eager to prolong 
the strike in tho hope of getting 
more concessions out of the opera­
tors.

The general opinion here is that 
it will be wise for the miners to ac­
cept what is not offered them.

Already a number are anxious to 
return to work, uud there have becu 
sevoral applications to tho local 
unions for relief, These appeals 
for aid will increase radidly in the 
next week or two, and will compel 
Hie unions to draw on their Na­
tional treasury. President Mitchell 
is anxious to avoid this if possible, 
and it is a question nlso how long 
the strike fund would last, 
of the strikers can tako care of 
themselves until November 1, but 
then the union must aid them. 
Tho local lodges have little money, 
and could do practically nothing.

It is the opinion of many who 
understand tho situation that every­
thing points to a ready settlement, 
and it is thought thut President 
Mitchell will call a convention of 
delegates from all tho uolleries 
within a few days.

The Villalobos Bale.

Washington, Oct. 3.—The dispatch 
from General MacArthur last week 
announcing tho disaster sustained 
Captain Shields’ party on the Island 
of Marinduque left in doubt the fate 
of the gunboat Villalobos, which 
conveyed the troops to Terrijas.

and must now aggregate nearly 
16,000 men. Commandant Muller 
has surrendered to Cloy, and Com­
mandant Dierkson and others are 
on their yvnv to Pretoria to surren­
der.

“A detachment of the London

of Boers near Burtfonstein, blit bail 
to return after an half hour’s light­
ing with six wounded men.
Boers suffered heavily.”
