Seventy 
million dollars was involved iu this 
gigantic deal.

The Vanderbilts, who stand be­
hind E. H. Harriman, lire deeply in­
terested iu this purchase of South­
ern IVoitic stock.

Kuhn, Loeb A Co.; Speyer A Co.

The Southern Pacific owns no 
track in fee, but principally though 
ownership of stock, partly by lease, 
it operates a great system of roads 
extending from San Francisco to 
New Orleans fftlence by company 
steamers to New York) and to Port­
land, Oregon, to Ogden, Utah.

The whole country must be in­
terested iu the lingo transaction by 
which the Union Pacific obtains 
control of the Southern Pacific, 
which proves that the power of 
money is greater than the power of 
the Supremo Court of tho United 
States.

The Supreme Court has forbidden  
pooling bv railroads. It has de­
clared the Joint Traffic Association 
and all such associations for pooling 
the receipts of railroud companies 
to be illegal.

By the power ot money the mill­
ionaires drove a locomotive through 
the Supreme Court's decision. But 
at the same time they obey the law. 
Perfectly legal, they say to tho 
Supreme Court.

“ We will pool railroads receipts, 
but we will do it by buying the 
railroads. If we have the mouey to 
do that yo J cannot prevent it. It 
is legal. W e  will pool iu this way: 
W e will not consolidate tho rail­
roads, but the boards of directors 
of the various railroads we control 
will be made up of the same men —  
men devoted to our interests.”

So you can see how important is 
this purchases of the Southern Pa­
cific to tho whole country How  
anxiously must be awaited the an­
swer to tho question: “ W ill this
harmonizatiou,’ this virtual unifica­
tion of the great railroads, work 
for the bouefit, the developmeut of 
the country, as well us for the 
pockets of the millionaires?”

The capitalization of the South­
ern Pacific company is larger than 
that of uny other railroad in the 
United States. It is authorized to 
issue $200,000,000 of stock. Of 
this stock there is outstanding $197,- 
832,148, or 1,978,321 shares.

The Vanderbilt-Rockefeller-Harri­
man syndicate bus bought 1,200,000  
sbnres. It paid about $55 a share 
for the 000,000 shares owned by tho 
Huntington estate.

Mr. Huntington ordered in his 
will that unless all of his Southern 
Pacific stock should be sold none of 
it should be sold. Charles H . Tweed 
who was Mr. Huntington’s legal 
adviser and is chairman, of the 
Southern Pacific’s Board of D ir­
ectors, has ueccssaiiiy carried out 
Mr. Huntingtou s wishes to the let­
ter.

Tho syndicate formed by local 
financiers, including the Vanderbilis, 
and having connections abroad, ac­
quired recently the holdings of 
Southern Pacific stock which were 
taken up not long ago by a smaller 
syndicate headed by Speyer A Co., 
which purchased the old holdings 
of the Crocker estate and Mrs. 
Leland Stanford With the securi­
ties held by the estate of C. P. Hunt­
ington, the new syndicate is in a 
position to absolutely control South­
ern Pacific affairs.

Speyer A Co. financed the refund­
ing of the Southern Pacific Com­
pany, helping it to pay its debt to 
the United States Government, two 
or three years ago. Speyer A Co. j 
paid about $14 a share for the stock ¡ 
they bought from the Crocker estate 
and from Mrs. Stanford. James 
Speyer said to-day:

“ A syndicate headed by E. H. 
Harriman, who, as you know, is 
chairmnn of the Board of Directors, 
made au effort to buy all the South­
ern Pacific stock owned or con­
trolled by us and the offer was 
accepted. The control of the South­
ern Pacific has passed to the syndi­
cate.”
