New Lumber-staining Process-

A man in this city hns eecureda 
patent on an inveutii n for staining 
lumber in the log which promises 
to create a sensation in wood work­
ing circles. The staining materials 
nre forced through logs by hydraulic 
pressure and the result is that the 
log comes out of the process event.ly 
stained all the way through. The 
value of this is euhnneed by the 
gradual decimation of fine timber 
nud the previling fashion of tnnk- 
iug “ imitation”  furniture.

Under this process pieces of 
maple can bo converted into ma­
hogany nil the way through and nt 
very little expense. In oue case, 
with 200 pounds pressure, the in­
vention completely stained a ten- 
foot log. forcing the staining ma­
terial into the grains of the wood 
from which the sap had been forced 
by the same hydraulic pressure.— 
Boston Evening Transcript.
