¡began singing Heine’s imiriutal 
I soug, “The Loreleil” It was an m- 
I spiring moment, and every one that 
could joined in the singing. The 

j simple and pathetic air stirred every 
heart.

Bussed into oblivion is the com­
mercial greatness of Greece and 
Rome; but their poetry and their 
arts and the noble deeds these in­
spired, still endure. The songs of 
Homer uml of Virgil still cast a 
glamour ov< r these all but forgotten 
countries, a source of inspiialion 
down the ages to the present day.

Who does not know and love 
Scotland through Burns and Scott? 
England through Shakespeare, 
Milton, Byron, Tennyson? Hus not 
their poetry more thin aught else 
made English-speaking peoples all 
akin?

Is not our own country the richer 
for the legacies left us by Long­
fellow, Whittier, Holmes, Bryant, 
and this, our own very prosaic coiu- 
mericinl age, by Riley, Celle ton, 
Scollard; and our own Pacific Coast 
by Joaquin Miller, Ella Higginson, 
and late beloved singer, ¡Sam L. 
Simpson?
Where rolls the Oregon, anil hears no sound

Save its own dashinu —
Has assumed a broader significance 
than was dreamed of by the 
writer. Had Byrant seen our 
mountains, our broad valleys, our 
noble streams nnd magnificent for- 

i ests, he might have written a hymn 
! excelling all his former work. Who 
! may wander thrugh an Oregon for- 
j est aud not feel the inspiration of 
1 these lines in his “ Forest Hymn,” 
| portraying how deep was his love 
! of Nature:

Such is Oregon, tho land of ma­
jestic mountains, beautiful streams 
and perennial forests; an ever-living 

! inspiration to nobles poetry, fruit­
ful love and mighty deeds!
Land of the West, land of the West!
Where Ncrnmer zephyr« constant blow,
And rose« r**d pereunlaJ grow.
Where valley land and f-»rests g r a n d .
And waving fields of golden grain 
liring white-wigntrd fleets across the main. 
Where maid* crow fair a« Diana*« inold 
And virlie manhood atron« nnd hold.

Tlio implication tlmt the people 
of this country in their absorbing 
interest of commercialism nre neg­
lecting the impnixcH toward higher 
ideals as expressed in a love of na­
ture is not true, ns pertains to the 
people of the Pacific Coast and 
Oregon in particular. For no­
where, perhaps, has it become so

firm a habit of the people to get 
away from town and city, if for a 
few weeks only, to find recreation 
and communion with nature along 
our sea coast or among forests or 
mountains.

This very habit attesta an ever 
growing impulse of our in na­
tures, that at. the same time will 
bring about a better acquaintance 
with the beauties and at tractions of 
our own state. The specific object 
of this artile, therefore, is to call at­
tention to a portion of our state 
generally known, but none the less 
interesting.

I'tie o uintry of a thousand lulls, 
i if streams ami 'iloaaus and buzzing mills: 
Where the wild ducks fiy—and far away 
Jieneuth emerald hills a sunlit Lay.

Though overlooked and neglect­
ed l»v the the people of our own 
stale, California lias been wideawake 
as to the resources aud uaturai 
wealth of Coos Bay. Let us, there, 
fore, seek better acquaintance with 
our brethc-rn acros the Coast Range 
and much mutual benefit is bure to 
follow.

Its sea coast is grand aud iuspir- 
ing, its rivers rivaling in beauty the 
Rhine and the Hudson; its myrtle 
fringed lakes of crystal water teem­
ing with speckled trout; its dark 
forests inhabited with bear, elk, deer 
and lesser game; and last but uot 
least, her people—enterprising, gen­
erous und hospitable.

\V liilist it is uot the purpose of this 
article to dwell upon the resources 
of this section, suffice it to say that 
no portion of our state enjoys 
a gieater degree of prosperity at 
present than Coos Bay and the Co- 
qmlle.

Aside from cool aud timber, its 
dairying industry is far in the lead 
and promising of future wealth. 
Isolated and aelfdependeut, they 
have built up an empire of which 
Oregon may justly be proud.

Any one from the valley planning 
a Summer’s Outing will find iu Coos 
ilav and the Coquille unlooked-for 
attractions. There are two ways of 
reaching this modern hind of Canaan 
from tho valley. One by steamer 
from Portland to Marshfield direct. 
The other from Drain, on the South­
ern Pacific Railroad, by stage to 
Soottsburg; them e do vu the Ump­
qua liy boat to Gardiner; tiiencs by 
along tbe beach to Jarvis Landing, 
near the mouth of Coos Bay; thence 
by boat up the bay to Marshfield.

This is, indeed, ilia most pictures­
que route. The scenery down tho 
Lower Umpqua is truly beautiful. 
The river winds in a sinous course 
through rocky gorges, around fir- 
dad mountains past high aud pej'- 
pendiculnr cliff pierced by cataracts 
and lapped by musical brooks. 
Along the beach drive in forded the 
outlet from Ten Mile Lake. A 
glimpse of this beautiful body of 
water is shown in t lie accompanying 
cut. This is a favorite resort for 
the people of Coos Bay. In the 
early Spring, when the beautiful 
rhododendron is iu bloom. Hie bills 
and forests are ablaze with the del­
icate pink and carmine blossoms of 
this superb native lloweiing shrub. 
And here. Jet it be said, this same 
gorgeous all-prcv-iliug rhododen­
dron should have been named Ore­
gon’s state flower, insttad of wild 
grape. j

Fishing iu Ten Mile Lake—well j 
give it a trail aud you will want! 
none better.

By wav of additional diversion | 
you have 23 miles of smooth beach j 
drive, aud deepsea fishing, if you | 
choose.

Then you may want to visit Coos | 
Buy Lighthouse, and, further up, 1 
Umvqua Lighthouse aud Liie-Suv- | 
iug Station. The proud and houor- , 
ably record of tills latter will furnish 
you an interesting chapter of tho 
diversions of this most monotonous 
branch of Uncle Saul’s institutions, j 
diversions, consisting of lending j 
assistance to stranded craft. Five or | 
six sigus containing the names of | 
wrecked vessels, assisted b\ the 
life-saving crew, together with other j

played in the boathouse. Captain

A row of lonelv graves on a 
j grassy slape near Gardiner marks

from the fountain of perpetual youth.

Arago, shown in the illustration, 
is a small pastoral valley, nestled 
among the wooded hills off tho 
right bank of the Coquille, about 
midway between Coquille Oitv and 
Myrtle Point. This is an ideal1 v 
delightful valley, the home of the 
pioneer Schroeders, who rank fore­
most among the dairymen of this 
section. We would love to linger 
along the green banks of the still- 
lluwind Coquille, but will hasten on 
to Myrtle Point, some 10 miles be­
yond.

But as the sea const is our at­
traction, we follow the stage road 
to l’ ort Orford, some 30 to 10 miles, 
¡principally through dense forests, 
except Langlois, or Duiryville, a 
considerable valley, devoted to 
dairying. From this point a road 
branches off to the famous Cape 
Blanco, said to be the most westerly 
point ou the coast.

At Port Orford you will want to 
linger, for, if a lover of tile chase, 
you will hero find game, large and I 
small, to your heart's content. Here 
too, is the famous Battle Iioek. 
where, 50 years ago, this 9th of 
•June, took place one of the most 
sanguinary Indian fights on the 
coast. From a high promontory, 
above town, the view of tin- harbor 
and ocean, with its manv huge und 
fantastic rock formations stretch­
ing along the const  ̂ past Humbug 
Mountain toward tin dim outline of 
the point of land near the mouth of 
Rogue River, fomisa panorama that 
will leave an indelible impression 
upon tuo mind.

Ouce more tbe stage, and now the 
picturesque, weird and wild coast j 
scenery lies before you. The coast j 
formation here (we are in Curry 
County)ia abrupt and broken, for i 
36 miles over mountuius and hills, 
through valleys aud dales, across 
streams and eanyoiys and down 
again close to the beach.

Deuse forests of stattly Port Or- ! 
ford cedar rise, like the cedars of j 
Lebanon, toward the blue skies. 
We bave passed Ophir, properly i 
named, for we are now entering the 
region of the precious metal.

Evidences of Gold mining among 
tbe black rands on tlio beach pre- . 
dicate tnc richness of the regoins 
through which the turbulent Rogue j 
River, takes its course. Gold Beach 
nt the mouth of Rogue River, is our 
destination. The accompanying 
illustration (a rare one, »hows a 
moonlight effect at the mouth of 
Rogue River. You are still in Ore­
gon, but another 40 milts will I 
bring you onto California soil to­
ward Ciescent City.

We will leave you litre to ruu 
over the green hills iu quest of a 
sheep ranch; or over the mountains 
along the Rogue in quest of a gold 
mine; <>r perchance go fishing or 
hunting as your heart inclines, ffsh 
and game here being in abundance.
