Improving the Kansas how.

The criticism is sometimes raised 
that the experiments carried on at 
our agricultural experiment stations 
are but little value tq the average 
farmer for the reason that the stock 
used are either pure blood or high 
grades, and are not the kind with 
which the average farmer has to 
deal. On the contrary considerable 
criticism has beeu expressed by 
farmers and agricultural writers 
about the Kaunas State Agricultural 
College spending its time experi­
menting with scrub cattle, when it 
might be spending its time la so 
much better advantage in testing 
blooded cows, Undoubtedly both 
criticisms are well taken. With 
most of our farmers it would bo 
impracticable as well as unwise for 
them to sell off their common and 
grade cows and buy pure bloods.

The problem that confronts them 
today is how to mako the most of 
what they have. The record of 25 
Kansas herds show that a Dumber 
are succeeding. But while a few 
of our best Kansas cows are yielding 
from 200 to 300 pounds of butter 
fat ner annum the general avemge 
is far below. The average annunl 
capacity per cow of the herds of 82 
patrous investigated by the Kansas 
Experiment Station was 104 pounds 
of butter fat. In other states where 
the cow maebine has been the object 
of prolonged and deep study wt 
find whole herds that average over 
350 pounds butter fat, and individu­
al cows that yeild form 400 to 500 
pounds. This with our best Kansas 
records gives us an idea of what we 
might expect with good dairy cows, 
and shows very plainly that there 
are great opportunities for improve­
ment. The dairy interest of Kan­
sas are demanding a dairy cow that 
has the capacity to transform our 
cheap raw feeds into milk and do 
it with such a degree of efficiency 
that there will no longer be any 
doubt about the unprofitableness 
of trying to squeeze milk out of a 
beef animal. If this great need of 
Kansas dairying is to be met, it will 
necessitate the use of better sires 
in grading up our common herds.

A g o o d  grade jcow may yield as 
much milk and butter as a pare 
blood, but a grade of any kind has 
not the power to transmit its quali­
ties to its offspring as lias the pure 
blood, for the reason that the latter 
has received the qualities for which 
the breed is noted through a long 
scries of years of careful breeding 
ami selection, and these qualities 
have become fixed or permanent.— 
Kansas Farmer.

Profit on One Cow-

F. H. Scribner of Roscndnle, Via., 
tells iu American Cultivator how 
he managed and fid the Jersey cow 
Ida of Gleudale, with the cost of 
food and record for the year. She 
came fresh Oct, 20. having be, n dry 
52 days. About a month before she 
was dne to calve he began to give 
her five pounds of bran a day, with 
all the hay nijd corn ensilage she 

: would eat. As soon as he dared he 
j began to increase her feed, adding 
I to the bran a mixture of two part® 
j ground oats to one part gluteu feed 
j until she was eating five pounds of 
beau, eight pounds ground oats and 

! four pounds gluten. On this she 
| did not Beem to gain or lose any 
j flesh. Having this ration 180 days,
. she ate 1,440 pounds of the oats, 
i  costing $10.80, and 720 pounds of 
1 gluten, costing $5.40. During the 
| year she ate 1,825 pounds of bran,
: costing $12.75, one ton of clover 
! hay worth $7 and six tons corn en- 
; silage valued at $0. Add to these 
items 20 weeks in pasture at 25 cents 
a week, $5, and the cost of a year's 

j keeping was $40.25. She gave 18,- 
474 8 pounds of milk that made 740 

I pounds of butter worth 20 cents a 
pound. $148, leaving profit over cost 
of feed $98.75.

Overflow at Morgue.

New York, July 3.—It was not as 1 
hot in this city this morning as it 
was yesterday, but the percentage 
of humidity was much greater. At 
11 o ’clock the thermometer had 
risen to 92. Up to 11 a. in. today 
the total number deaths from heat 
in  Greater New York after 2 a. id . 
was 47.

The action of the Board of Gov­
ernors of the Stock Exchange in 
voting to close the Exchange Fri­
day and Saturday and the decision 
of the banks to restrict business as 
far as possible on these days were 
due entirely to the intense heat.

There were so many bodies iu the 
morgue today that the compartment 
could not hold them all, and it was 
necessary to send the remains of 
60 persons to the potters’ field be­
fore the expiration of the five days 
usually allowed for identification or 
reclamation,

The extreme heat was broken 
temporarily at last in tbis city about 
2:30 this afternoon when rains be­
gan to fall, accompanied by a 20- 
mile wind. Since the extremely hot 
weather began on June 28 it has 
been impossible to keep a complete 
record of deaths from the heat, but 
a careful estimate today places the 
total in Greater New York for the 
six days at 517. All of these were 
well-defined cases of heat prostra­
tion resulting from the high tem­
perature.

Hottest Points Today,

Kans. City, Kan., July 3.— Kan­
sas today was the hottest place in 
the United States. Leavenworth! 
and Hutchinson each reported a 
temperature of 104 degress in the 
shade at 1 o ’clock this afternoon 
with the mecuury still on rise; Fort 
Scott reported 103; Arkansas City 
96 aud Lawrence 96. Central Kan­
sas is experiencing the nearest ap­
proach to “ hot winds” encountered 
this season.
