The to lly  of K illing Birds-

The thinking people of the coun­
try are gradually awakening to the 
fact that the mania for killing birds, 
which lias existed for over a century, 
needs the substantial check to pre­
vent the absolute extermination of 
the feathered friends of humanity.

The first intimation that someth­
ing would have to be done to pro­
tect American animal life was the 
rude shock caused by the announce­
ment that the vast herds of bison 
were no more—and the pitiful and 
abortive effort of the government 
to protect a few isolated specimens 
in Yellowstone Park. In tlm past 
live years a similar statement has led 
to the creation of the Adirondack 
Park in New York, nud much-needed 
restrictive legislation for the pro­
tection of deer.

What statistician will compute, 
what orator will present, and what 
legislators will provide the data, 
formulate the fulls and pass the 
laws necessary to save the wondrous 
bird-life of this continent from the 
fate of the bison and the deer?

The economic value—tlr# appeal 
to sordid commercial ideas —even if 
no other phase of humanity should 
be reached in this age of commer­
cialism, should speedily bring about 
the passage of protecting bird-life.

Come out into the world with me 
and watch a pair of busy wrens or 
a Hundred other birds as they toil 
from daybrnke until sunset—and 
sometimes later. Try to count the 
number of trips they make during 
tbe day, and estimate, if you eau, 
the quantity of destructive insects 
that is required ns food for the 
family. You will find yourself 
growing tired of counting, and will 
gradually multiply the insects 
brought in at each trip by seconds, 
minutes, hours and days, until the 
number will appall you. Then you 
kill have a new idea of nature’s law 
of compensation; you will begin to 
realize that tbe birds you imagined 
were such a menace to your berries, 
cherries, apples and other fruits, are 
really the protectors—and you can 
thank them for every sound, whole­
some piece of fruit that is marketed, 
and also for the product of your 
flower and vegetable gardens.— 
Charles Dennison Kellogg, in June 
Success.

Although the yield of fruits will 
not average very heavy as a whole 
in Oregon this year, the season so 
far is proving an unusually good 
one for the growers. The crop of 
strawberries was large and prices 
were good throughout More 
strawberries were shipped out of 
the state and more money was paid 
for strawberries for home consump­
tion than ever before. Tbe cherry 
crop has been pretty light in many 
places but a great deal more money 
has reached the growers for this 
year’s crop of cherries in Oregon 
than in any previous year. The 
pear crop will bo light but will 
probably sell well. Last year’s ap­
ple crop was unusually good in the 
sections which raise most of the 
shipping apples, and prices were 
also good. It is not expected that 
the proceeds of shipping apples 
this year will b.e quite as large as 
they were last year. It is hoped 
that the difference will be more than 
made up by an increased demand 
for low-grade apples for the manu­
facture of cider vinegar, aud bv a 
probable better demand for evapor­
ated apples. The crop of Italian 
prunes will be the largest the state 
has ever had. It can not be ex­
pected that the prunes w’ill average 
in size as large as last years or that 
the price per pound will be as high, 
but from the present outlook there 
is no reason for believing that they 
will not sell at prices which will 
give The growers a margin of profit. 
It is not probable that the aggregate 
prune crop of the world will be as 
large this year ns it was last year. 
There is also n possibility of a mur- 
ket for a few hundred carloads of 
fresh Italian prunes.— Rural Nort- 
west.

Not one death from vellow fever 
has been reported from Cuba with­
in the year! This is a statement so 
astonishing as tc be almost incred­
ible. It signalizes the triumph of 
relative cleanliness ovar abominable 
filth, of sanitary science over ignor­
ance and carelessness. The germs 
of this filth disease have been 
tracked to their breeding places, 
and there have been so purified and 
»0 destroyed for tbe purpose of 
fever propagation. Relentless and 
intelligent warefare has been waged 
Against the mosquito, and this car­
rier of fever germs has been routed. 
The sunlight has been let into dark 
places, minsmic | ools have been 
dinined, and disinfectants have been 
dispensed with a liberal band. The 
result will be of incalculable ad­
vantage to Cuba, not only in a 
human sense, but in a financial and 
commercial sense as well It is in 
itself sufficient to justify the Cu­
bans in asking annexation to the 
United States, as a boon greatly to 
be dgsired.—Oregonian.

Working ot the Oklahoma Registration Plan.

Washington, July 11.—¡Secretary 
Hitchcock today received a telegram 
from Assistant Commissioner Rich­
ards, of the General Land Office, in 
charge of the Oklahoma lands, 
saying the registration plan is work­
ing successfully. Secretary Hitch­
cock estimates that 100,000 people 
could be registered by July 20, the 
last registration day. There are 
lands for only about-13,000 people.

Reports of cutworms are begin­
ning to come in. There is no pres­
ent indication that these will be as 
numerous ub they were lust year, 
but it does not pay to allow them to 
destroy crops of potatoes, cabbages, 
etc. The best method of poisoning 
them, probably, is one that has been 
used in California for a number of 
years, ami that is feeding the worn s 
poisoned, sweetened bran. To pre­
pare this mix one pound of Paris 
green with 50 pounds of bran and 
then dampen the bran with sweet­
ened watter. A spoonful of the 
moistened bran is deposited at fre­
quent intervales along the rows. 
In this way the grape vines have 
been protected in California, as the 
cutworms appear to be peculiarly 
fond of sweetened bran. The 
method is not. very expensive 
From ten to twenty pounds of the 
mixture is said <o bo enough for ao 
acre. In place of this, freshly cut 
clover can be dipped in a strong 
mixture of Paris green and deposit­
ed iu bunches,—Rural Noi thwist

A Dawson Utter,

The following letter from Mar­
shall Nay, who went to Dawson 
Alaska, lust spring, was received by 
his uncle, J. L. Nay, of Curry coun­
ty, and was published in the Port 
Orford Tribune:

I arrived in Dawson on the 24th 
of May, all O. K., and found every­
thing on the boom. Lots of work 
at good wages, $5 a day aud board; 
and there is a good demand for 
women cooks at from $80 to 8125 a 
month.

“The wash-up is not half over yet,
I think there will be a big clean-up 
here this summer.

“ I can tell you that D-wson is all 
right. Anyway, I am willing to take 
my chances here. I am going to 
work for $6 a dny mid board, to­
morrow, until I get on my feet, and 
then I can’t just Bay what I will do 
or how I will do it.

“ We hnd a hard trip from White 
Horse to Dawson. We followed 
the ice with a small boat, and vve 
hauled the boat over Lake Labarge 
on a Yukon sledge and launched it 
on Thirty Mile river. There was 
five iu ourpaty—three men aud two 
women—one a girl of 18, and she 
is a trump. She worked in harness 
all the way across the lake and 
pulled more than old Tenbrook, aud 
then she cooked supper, breakfast 
and dinner and never complained, 
while some of the men gave out and 
were growling, nnd when we struck 
the river she took the oars like an 
old seaman. She said she was from 
“ Old Arkansaw,” where all the girls 
know how to work. We landed r.n 
an island to wait for tbe ice jam to 
clear, and she took off her overskirt 
and went out. She killed four rab­
bits, two grouse nnd a porcupine 
nnd made the best pot pie I ever 
tasted in my life. You talk about 
your girls— this girl is a queen. She 
is well educated and good looking 
and can outrun a buck deer. Sbe 
lias gone to work cooking on a min­
ing claim for $100 a month and says 
she will earn $400 before snow flies.”

Astoria, July 11—Articles of in­
corporation of the Herald Union 
Publication Company were filed 
with the county clerk today. Tbe 
capital stock of the company is fixed 
at $5000, in shares of $50 each.

J. Curtis, one of 
the incorporators, states that it is 
the intention of the company to be 
gin the publication of a daily morn­
ing paper in Astoria about October 1.

A Salmon Combine.

Portland, Or., July 10.—Some 
time this week papers, incorpora­
ting a combine which will aim to 
control the salmon fisheries of the 
Pacific Coast and Alaska, will be 
filed at Trenton, N. Y. The capi­
tal will be $32.0110,000. Of this 
amount $16,000,000 will be issued 
at once to pay for the plants which 
liavp accepted the offer of the com­
bine, headed by R. Ouffroy, the 
promoter. The remaining $16,000,- 
000 of stock will be held in reserve 
for the purpose of negotiating with 
plants which are still outside the 
combine.

Private advices received from 
New' York are, that the deal is prac­
tically completed, and that Ouffroy 
will be able to announce in a few 
days that he has tt irty Alaska and 
Puget Souud' canneries under his 
control.

Situation Is Not Hocelull-

New Y’ork, July 15. —Returning 
British officers do not speak hope­
fully of the situation in South 
Africa, says the Tribune’s Loudon 
correspondent. They assert that 
tbe railways are securely held and 
that there are small zones around 
Bloemfontein, Pretoria and Johann­
esburg where it is possible for in­
habitants to settle down and to re­
sume their usual occupations with, 
out fear of disturbance; but apart 
from the pacification of these small 
spheres of British influence there 
are few signs of progress. The 
railway line from Johannesburg to 
Laing’s Nek is still menaced and 
the Dutch section along the South 
Orange river is ravaged by guer­
rillas, nnd broad districts of the 
Transvaal anti the Orange River 
colony arc only kept quiet by being 
emptied of their population through 
repeated matches of strongcoluinns.

A Forest o! Petrified Trees-

A remarkable “ forest of petrified 
trees called Chalcedony Park can be 
reached iu a few hours from Hol­
brook, Ariz. The area of the park 
is estimated at hundred of square 
miles, and it contains thousands of j 
tons of agatized wood. It is like a j 
vast lumber camp, where the lum­
bermen have throiA the huge logs' 
at random from their sleds, leaving ; 
them to become ruin-soukcd and 
moss-grown. Some of the truuks 
are 150 feet long, and they break 
up iu sections, as if sawn through 
at intervals.

The bark is of a dark rfyl color, 
as a rule, but the chips and interior 
exhibit kaleidoscopic colora. Ame­
thysts, red and yellow jasper, chal­
cedony of every tint, topaz, onyx, 
carneJian nnd other stones abound. 
The logs in fact, are a blend of these 
stones. One of them, 100 feet long 
and three to five feet in diameter, 
spans a narrow canyon, and is called 
the Agate Bridge. It is chiefly 
composed of jaspers and agates.

As to the origin of the pétrifica­
tions, it is supposed that in past 
time the trees were overwhelmed 
with volcanic usher and hot silieious 
waters from geysers. The timber is 
analogous to pine or cedar, and as 
it decayed the silicia dyed with 
various salts of iron aud manganese 
in solution took its place.—Ex.
