It 
is a simple thing to do; it is com­
paratively an easy thing to do.
H ue is a hard fact in support of the 

| statement. Last year we built a 
new silo which held 200 tons of en­
silage. It was filled to the top and 
this last spring we had about 50 tons 
left over as we had calculated. Along 
comes this hot, scorching, • ind and 
drouth and in a week’s time the 
pastures were turned us brown as a 
berry. The cows could not get 
succulent grass to make milk of, so 
they commenced to shrink iu their 
milk flow.

Then the ensilage was uncovered 
aud they were given a good feed of 
it night and morning. The milk 
flow came up at once, and has con­
tinued clear up to grade all through 
tile month of July. Our pasture 
was one of the very best iu the 
state, but good as it was, there was 
no longer a good flow of milk in 
the grass. This ensilage supplied 
the deficiency of a juicy, good food. 
How simple it was. Yet simple as 
it is, there are hundreds of farmers 
in this our home countv, who have 
lost thousands of dollars by the 
drouth and are hot yet punished 
enough. They expect to keep right 
along in the dairy business for

Citizens whose houses 
have beeu rubbed ale warned not 
to give publicity to the crimes.

“ Hunt mentiou this robbery to 
the newspapers or to any oue if you 
want the Police Department to hive 
auvthiug to do with the ease.”

That was the statement made to 
C. Shea in the Chief s oftice when he 
reported that his suloou, at Third 
and Townsend streets, had been en­
tered by burglars.

Shop-keepers discover thieves at 
work in their stores aud blow police 
whistles until they are out of breath. 
No policeineuuuswer their summons. 
Women aud children brush ugaiust 
burglars at work in their homes and 
vaiuly scream for the policemen, 
who are not on duty, except in the 
daytime atop of some wagon or 
astride a horse. Footpads slug cit­
izeus ou the streets und leave their 
victims seuseless in ceilarways, not 
to be found until ibe next morning.

Aud while all this crime is going 
on the 450 policemen, who are paid 
from the municipal trersury are un­
der the direction of the Employers’ 
Association, quelling the “ riot” 
which no one but Police Commis­
sioner Newshull und a few employers 
have beeu able to discern.

Sixteen policemen are expected to 
patrol the entire city between 5 p. 
m. aud 1 a. m.. but hundreds ride 
on drays. Each beat in the resi­
dence section is about fifteen miles 
loug. If a policeman could poestWy 
cover this distance he might be on 
hand at ally given point about once 
in ten hours. Twenty idle men can 
be found at draymen’s barns at auy 
hour.

After 1. a. m. there is not a single 
patrolman on duty anywhere in the 
city. The O’Farrell-street police 
station is closed. Oue sergeant 
without a man to command is on 
duty at the Stanyan-street station. 
Burglars may roam at will without 
disturbing tne police force, sleeping 
after fourteeu hours’ service under 
the banner of the Employers'Asso­
ciation.
