The intention is to establish a 
system whereby for a reasonable 
price the logs will be taken from 
tbe Coquille river and delivered to 
tbe mill here, the charges for boom- 
age on tbe Coquille, loading on 
cars, freight, boouiage on this side 
and rafting to the mill all being in­
cluded in oue fixed charge which 
will be low enough to enable Co­
quille loggers to sell their logs to 
the mills here at a profit.

By having the booms on both 
sidi s and the loading plant all un­
der oue management it will be pos­
sible to hardle the work in an ex­
peditions and economical manner 
Formerly there were no loading 
facilities ..n the Coquille side except j 
as tbe i. ggers cobbled up tempor­
ary expedients with hired hoisting] 
engines, and the result was that 
with charges of boomage, freight, 
etc., to pay the different parties the 
expense was too gvtat. All this 
will be changed, and when Dr. Mc- 
Cormac’s plans are carried out we 
may look for a revival of the log­
ging industry on the Coquille, the 
effects of which will be felt bene­
ficially on tbe bay.

There are immense tracts of the 
finest timber, which have never been 
touched, on the Coquille river and 
its tributaries, and if the cost of 
transporting the logs to the bay 
can be brought down to a figure 
which will permit it, there is no 
doubt that nearly all this timber 
will be converted iuto lumber in 
tbe mills here, wheere shipping fa­
cilities are adequate to baudle it.

This will help both bay and the 
river and tend to bring the two parts 
of the country into closer relations, 
a thing much to be desired. — aDily 
Coast Mail

“ I learned a trick while «in the 
Phillippines in the matter of keep­
ing birds out of fruit trees.” volun­
te- red n well known official of th ■ 
postoffice department to a Star re­
porter. “ It. is simple, inexpensive 
and, as far as I could observe, 
practical. It consists in hanging a 
small mirror on the top limbs of the 
tree. There should be at least six 
inches of string to the mirror, so 
that it can swing about as it is 
blown by the wind. The flash of 
the mirror, it appears, scares the 
birds away. One or two 5-ceut 
mirrors hung on a tree is sufficient, 
though, of course, three or four 
would he that much better. I was 
told that this method had worked 
in the Philippines successfully for 
many years and that the birds do 
not grow familiar with it as they 
do with a scarecrow. Since my 
return here I find that the mirror 
scare is not unknown here and that 
it has been in use by Michigan 
fruit growers for many years. I 
have tried it myself in a small way 
and it is amusing what a stir it 
creates among the birds.”— Wash­
ington Star.

Root Suffocation.

It is difficult to get people to un­
derstand that trees can die from 
drowning just as animals can. Trees 
feed primarly by the roots, but 
there most be a certain amount of 
oxygen in the «"¡1 to enable them 
to make use of tbe food. Standing 
water prevents the actirn of the 
life-giving oxygen. A Boston cor­
respondent refers to two large 
horse chestnuts which were moved 
last spring with the greatest skill, 
but they died. In the fall an ex­
amination was made and the holes 
found to be full of water within one 
foot of the surface of the ground.

The holes were really flower pots 
without -The necessary holes iu the 
bottom to allow the water to escape. 
There can be no better lesson in 
gardening than to be continually 
remembering why it is necessary to 
have a hole in a flower pot.—Me- 
han's Monthly.

Like ti.e 
human family, more harm is cans <1 
by overfeeding than vice vesa 
D u’ l let the calf be ■ me chill".I 
and the bowels congested. When 
the cow’s miik is fit, for use the calf 
can be fed on skim milk and a small 
portion of cake meal.

The fat calf is not the calf to 
make the dairy cow, hence the cake 
meal with the skim milk makes the 
best food. Four to five pounds of 
food daily for the first week is a 
safe quantity. The second week 
increase as the calf can take safely. 
The bucket should be thorougly 
cleaned after each feed—clenn 
euough for a person to drink out 
of.

The calf’s compartvients should 
be well littered nud well ventilated, 
and thero should be plenty of light 
and sun. The caretaker should be 
able to see the condition of the calf 

, ^readily at any moment. To prevent 
the little calf from getting sore and 
scabby around tlie mouth and nose, 
squeeze or cleau thk milk off when 
it is through drinking.—(E. B.

Tbe two 
go together, so thoroughly that it 
would be a waste t«f good mac trial 
and opportunity to neglect either.
