New Posia! Regulations.

In atltliliou to carrying tho mails 
I to tile various pustoffice on the stnr 
I routes the carrier on each route 
(except where otherwise spo?ifio- 
ally stated) will also be required to 

j deliver mail into all boxes, and bang 
: hags or satchels containing uh.iI on 
j cranes or posts that may be erected 
' along the route under the follow ing 
i coudiltous: Any persous living on
j or near a star route herein deecrib.
I ed, and not within 80 rods of 
i auy post office, who desires his 
[ until deposited at a giveu point 
I on the line of the route by 
j the carrier on said route, may pro- 
I vide and erect a suitable box or 
.crane ou the road side, loeated iu 
j such a mauncr ns to be reached as 
eonvieutly us practicable by the 
Cat lier, without diifinnuutiog from 
tho vehicle or borst*, and such per­
son shall tile with the postmaster 
at the postoffiee to which bis mail 
is addressed (which shall he one of 
tlie two post,'fflees on the route ou 
either side of and next to the box 
or crane) a request in wilting for 
the delivery of bis mail to the car­
rier on tho route for deposit at the 
designated point at the risk of tiie 
address.

The mail bag or satchel above 
described as well ns the box or 
crane, must be provided by the per­
son for whose use it is intended 
without expense to the depart­
ment.

It shall be tho duly of the post­
master at every postoffiee, upon a 
written order from any persou liv­
ing ou or near the star route, to 
deltyer to the proper mail carrier 
for that route, auy mail matter— 
plnciug iu the respective satchels 
where such are used, the mail for 
the Reason for whom such satchel 
belongs— with instructions as to 
the proper mail box that said mail 
matter shall be deposited iu. Reg­
istered mail shall not be so deliver­
ed unless expressly requested by 
the addressee in Ins written order. 
No mail matter so delivered to a 
carriet shall be carried past another 
postoffiee on the route, being de­
posited into a mail box bung on a 
crane or post. Carriers are not 
required to collect mail from these 
boxes, but there is no objection to 
his doing so if it does not inter­
fere with hem making the sched­
ule time. The law provides that 
every carrier of the mail shall re­
ceive auy mail presented to biin if 
properly prepered by stamps, r.ud 
deliver the same for mailing at the 
next postoffieice at which he carries 
and no fee eball bo allowed there­
fore. These conditions shall be in 
effect after July 1, 1902.

Means Freedom For Many.

St . Louis, Feb, 10.—Established 
precedents of the United Slates 
Array were overthrown, and the 
freeborn of nearly 200 men now 
coufiled iu Federal penitentiaries 
was assured by a decision rendered 
by the United States Circuit Court 
of Appeals t: day iu the case of 
Peter C Demiug, au ex-Captain of 
Volunteers, against Robert M. 
YlcClanglire.v, warden of the Feder­
al penitoutiary at Fort L venwortli. 
Demiug was imprisoned ou the sen­
tence of a court-marshall composed 
of nine regular officers, convened bv 
General O. U. Lhafter ou March 29, 
1900,

The opinion of the Circuit Court, 
written by Judge Waiter 8. Sanborn 
is that the court-martial which 
sentenced Demiug acted iu viola­
tion i>1 article 77 of the articles of 
war, which provides that officers 
of the regular Army shill not be 
competent to sit ou courts-martial 
for the trial of officers and soldiers 
of other forces The essontial 
question, as stated in Judge Sau- 
barn’s opioion, is whether the Vol­
unteer Army is the same as the 
regular Army, or whether it is one 
of the “other forces”  mentioned in 
articte 77, The fact that the vol­
unteer Army is at all times distinct 
from the regular Army.

Demiug will be released from the 
Fort Leavenworth peniteutiary 
within 60 days, and all other for­
mer members of the volunteer 
Army who are confined in the Fed­
eral prisons on sentences indicted 
bv courts-martial of regular offi.vrr 
will also be liberated as the result 

! of today's decision. It is stated E. 
A. Rosier, United States District 
Attorney, estimates the number of 
such casi s at 200.

She was a 
great-great-grandmother and at her 
death, her eldest son now living(ai) 
older son having died a iiumtier of ! 
yours ago), whs a bale, hearty old ; 
geutlemau, with a large family and 
71 years of age.

iris. Roberts has been totally 
blind, partially deaf uod helpless 
for a number of years past, and 
owing to her personal appearance 
has avoided coming iu contact »ith 
strangers, perferriug the privacy 
of her owu apartments. The 
gradual failure of her mental and 
physical powers has beeu apparent 
for a uumbexyif years, however, up 
to the ti ne of hrr death'slie waeable 
to converse iutelligcutly for one of 
her impaired capacity.

Her death terminates the career 
of probably the last of the contem­
poraries of Washington und the 
founders of the Republic. The 
body was buried at the beautiful 
Pleupaut Hill Cemetery iu Clacka­
mas County.

Dishonest Creameryman-

I creamery, who has been arrested nnd

; to short-cut the test of milk ami 
cream that came to the creamery. 
The St. Paul Globe iu commenting 
ou the fact very truthfully, says: 

Where there are several creamer­
ies within easy distance of a farmer 
he will naturally go- to tho crenmery 
that will pay him tho most for his 
cream. If one of the ereatnet: s un­
der-reads th„ Ust I bi'.ter fat, it 
can offei a bti gei r '  ■ i m i iffer- 
ed by the cteai.n r es wh’ test
is properly recorded. Iim way
the creamery ge-s a gr, - j utonn­
age than the other creameries, by 
fradulent means. It creates an un­
fair competition, and not only do 
the other creomeries suffer, but in 
the loug run the farmer also loses, 
because he is not actuully getting 
the same return as lie would get 
from the other raeameries were his 
own cream correctly tested.

If this practice is allowed to go 
on the natural result would be that 
in a short time the few cresmeries 
which nre not oveiscrupulous as to 
their methods, would have driven 
the hones» competitors out of bus­
iness, and would have a well organ­
ized monopoly. It would give a few 
men practical control of tho cream 
butter industry,and, iu effect, create 
a gigantic butter trust in Minneso­
ta. Although the department is al­
ready overt,rowded with other work, 
a vigorons warfare cn this kind of I 
thug will be instituted at once, and 
a general investigation of the cream­
eries of the state is likely to be 
made. How common the practice 
is cannot be known at present, but 
it would be peculiar if there were 
not some unscrupulous mau engag­
ed iu this business ns in all others.

Died on the tram-

A death under very peculiar con­
ditions occurred on the north bound 
overland, 111, at 10 o’clock last night 
at Merlin. J. T. Howe of Eugenp, 
recently went to Oakland on receipt 
of the sad intelligence announcing 
the death of his brother, and was ro. 
luring to Eugene with the body 
where the remains were to be laid to 
tbeir final rest, when on approaching 
Merlin, Mr. Howe was taken seri­
ously ill and died. Tho bodies of 
the two brothers passed through 
Roseburg at thrpe o ’clock this af­
ternoon on the overland which was 
sixteen hours late, cause by a slide 
or ia washout near Leland. The 
double death will be a very severe 
and painful blow to the relatives 
and friends of the two brothers at 
Eugene.
