Iu  W alla Walla county, Washing­
ton, there is now a permanently 
organized good roads association 
the result o f a meeting held at. 
W alla Wulla on Feb. 4th where GO 
or more road supefvisors were iu 
attendance. Xbe officers are: l res­
ident, C. L. Whitney. W alla Walla; 
vice-president, A. L . dimg, Dixie, 
secretary, (.Hark N. McLean, Walla 
Walla. ‘

Papers and addresses by 
prominent road builders and otheis 
made up the program for the meet­
ing. Among the important rea- 
olutions adopted was one offered 
by H. 8. Bluudford, corporation 
counsel for the city o f W ella Walla. 
Iu  substance it was that a committee 
of five be appointed by the chair 
whose duty it shall be to labor for 
the passage o f a law at the next 
session o f the Washington legisla­
ture, securing the aid o f the com- 
mon wealth iu the construction of 
good roads and that this committee 
co-operate with like bodies in other 
counties. Tho committee consist 
„ f  Obediah Od.ornne, Milton Evans, 
Lev i Ankeny, H. 8. Blandford and 
J. M. Fielder.

By a resolution the association con­
veyed to the board of connty com­
missioners i's  wish that an improv­
ed grader, a roller and a rock 
crushed be purchased by tho
county.

A  motion was adopted asking 
the county commissioners to provide 
each supervisor with proper tools 
for the performance of his work 
and to supplant, as fast as possible, 
old wooden culverts with til­

ing- , .
The question o f convict labor 

was discussed and a paper by War- 
deu J. B. Catron, o f the state pen­
itentiary, was read bv Mr. Bland­
ford. A  committee was appointed 
to wait upon the governor and 
board of control at their coming 
visit in regard to the employment of 
convicts, not otherwise engaged, iu 
the operation o f a rock crustier. 
T h o s e  appointed were: C. L .  W hit­
ney, Commissioner Delos Coffin, 
M ay i r G. W . Babcock, Hoilon 
Parker and Councilman Johu F. 
McLean.

A t tho close o f the session it was 
stated that Columbia county would 
hold a good roads convention on 
March 4 and an invitation was 
extended to the members o f the 
Walla Waiia association to attend.

Mr. Blandford read an interesting 
paper on roads anil road building. 
I n  concluding he said: “ I  express
my belief that securing o f good 
permanent roads on a plan o f co­
operation, between the nation, state, 
county, and district, " i l l  be one of 
tho crowniug achievements ol the 
agricultural districts during the 
twentieth century-. I t  is estimated 
that there are not less than 3,000- 
000 miles of public highways in the 
Uoited Stales; that o f these not 
more than one per cent, are good 
rock roads. The railroads are large­
ly built and great numbers of labor­
ers are uot longer needed in tlicir 
construction; but in the buiidiug 
of these miles of rock roads labor 
can look hopefully forward to much 
employment at good wages; capital 
cau be assured that it w ill derive 
bentfit from the easier handling of 
all agriculture products, and the 
agriculturists themselves f  ill see the 
time coming when a ton o f weight 
cau be hauled five miles at a cost o f 
30 to 35 cents instead of $1.25, os 
is the cost now; while the man on 
pleasure fceut, whether riding iu{his 
buggy. or automobile, or on his 
bike, w ill bowl a lm g  ever roads 
whose smooth surface and easy 
grades will give a pleasure to the 
rider and a satisfaction to the soul 
not dreamed o f in these days o f mud, 
ruts and bills,”

C. L . Whitney, of W alla Walla, 
gave an address on “ Good Itoads 
aud How to Build Them. ’ Am ong , 
other things he said: -Good roads j
are a pleasure and a profit. A  pleas- , 
ure to people who drive over them; | 
a pretit to the farmer, the mechanic 
and the tradesman. Good roads are 
a type o f civilization. Poor roads . 
are a hindren-e aud a nuisance 
T o  bnild good roads requires the' 
right kind of roadmuking machinery,. 
proper material, money, brains and. 
power. A road supervisor should j 
be equipped with all the«e qualifica­
tions, aud I  m ight add pluck and 
patieace. But, alas, how ofteu he 
tnids himself with but a few tools, 
little money, only a small amount 
o f braios, and his little stock o f. 
patience very nearly exhausted. As ;

— I  have I 
your letter o f January Dth, for­
warded to mo from Washington, 
and I  am pleased to hear of the iu- 
teiest.thut you take iu the matter of 
good roads.

I  am glad to find wherever I  go 
an uuusual interest manifested in 
this question, and there is a sort o f 
Macedonian cry going up all over 
he country f or more information 

and more work aioug the line o f 
public road construction and im­
provement. We are now holding a 
two day’s convention each week in 
some city in the South. We have 
already visited Birmingham. Mobile 
and Montgomery, Ala., and Atlanta 
and Augusta, Ga., aud go  from here 
to Columbia and Charleston, S. C. 
A t each o f these places wo build au 
object-lesson road with improved 
machinery, illustrating ihe most 
secure and economical methods o f 
construction aud leaving a.sort o f 
monument in each place visited.

“  »  «ay expectation to come to
the Northwest during tbe presont 
y«ar, at which time I  hope to meet 
you. By reference to the current 
number o f  the Review  o f Reviews 
you w ill find an article contributed 
by me which will throw some li^ht 
on the question., ”

In  his article in tho Review of 
-Reviews Director Dodge says:

Ih o  latest a n l most novel 
method o f educating the rural dis­
tricts up to the most intelligent 
method of road building has been 
the ‘good  roads trains,’ sent out on 
extensive itineraries through the 
moste backward regions. Since the 
western demonstration was made, a 
southern ‘good roads train’ has 
stinted, and is at this writing on its 
mission o f enlightenment.

In is  train left Washington Tues­
day, October 29, 1901, f „ r  tour of 
the Southeast over the Southern 
railway. I t  is thoroughly equipped 
witu road building machinery and 
expert road builders aud engineers, 
fclany objectl-essons roads will be 
built along the lines of the South­
ern railway system during the trip 
of thee months' duration, 
l i ^ 6 numerous conventions 
held at the VAiious places in the 
South where Ihe good roads train 
built object-lesson roads, the great 
numbers in attendance at these con­
ventions, aud the enthusiasm ex­
pressed, as well as the continued 
and increasing demand fo r  the 
train to continue its work, all show 
that the South has come to under, 
stand lhat the war o f tbe rebellion I 
is ovor.”

In  the first 
place mauy such hoys are allowed 
to go when and where they pleasp, 
with little i f  any restraint, and 
wlienjtbey get iu to inexcusable,mis­
ch ief the parents often excuse nnd 
perhaps even defend them, nnd so 
positevly as well as perm issivelv 
encourage the hoys to become 
crim inal.8 I t  m ight be well to de­
vise and enact some law, i f  possi­
ble, that would allow the courts to 
do what Judge Cameron says he 
would like to do in such cases— pun­
ish the parents ns well as the
youth.— Eveu ing Telegram.
