dress. Mr. Scott has been au Ore­
gon dairyman for thirty years, aud 
tins been quite successful, as his 
broad acres and hue herd ahund 
antlv testify. He urged the neces­
sity for Ihe passage, by Congress, 
of tho Grout hill, and the loyal 
support by daiiymeu of the Ore. 
gon Fore Food Law.

Food and Dairy Commissioner, 
J. VV. Bailey, briefly outlined die 
duties of hia office. He related | 
his successful efforts ill driving 
oleomargarine out of the slate, and I 
some of his unsuccessful eft,,rts in j 
prosecuting violations of 
other features of the law 
t ok occasion to denounce a dis­
honest practice of some creamery 
proprietors, when he said that 
some creamery tnen are so blind to 
their owu interests, as to violate 
the law by selling short weight 
“ rolls” , but he intends to continue 
his fight against sucb unscrupulous 
creamery men, until they are forc­
ed to follow honest methods.

T he» first session closed with an 
ublo address on “ Dairy Markets” 
by Mr. IV. H. Chapin of the firm of 
Ulnfke & C >.. Commission mer­
chants, Portland, Mr. Chapin saiil 
in part: “ Our butter is made with 
die idea tli-o it iv ia  he used imme­
diately. This is a great mistake. 
Butter should lie made in the flood 
months— April, May, June at.d 
•July—with the idea of its being 
kept. That is the time of yenr 
wlieu we fill our contracts with 
the government for their army and [ 
navy supply; it is the time of year ! 
when we can dc our exporting, and | 
the time wheu pirces are slow, I 
hence, it should be made for lung ! 
keeping.

“ When butter is plentiful, we | 
ship large amounts to Puget Sound 
aud the ct inland there is for butter 
intuits, vet we have great difficulty 
getting creamervmen tc put it uo 
that way. They think we want to 
put it in storage, or work some 
sort of flim-flam game on them, by 
which they will he the losers. I 
mu inclined to think butter shrinks 
less in tubs than in rolls packed in 
boxes. Al auv rate, we should be 
willing to put up the flutter in the 
manner demanded by thb trade.

Mr. G o. W. Meeks discussed 
“ Making aud Feeding of Ensilage.” 
Mr. Weeks has lieeu feeding silage 
for tlie past twelve years, and con­
siders it an essential to profitable 
milk production.

He considered that Vorn is king” 
of silage crops, and recommended

herds of this country to iu and-in 
breeding, and to tbe development 
of the solid-color fad, tit the ex­
pense of constitution and milking 
ability. He though! we had just 
as good Jerseys in this country as 
can be found iu tlie Cliatruel Is 
iauys, for our breeders nre contin­
ually hringiug over the best ani­
mals they can secure, and nre more 
skilled iu the art of breeding than 
tbe Channel Island people.

Prof. F. L  Kent discussed Var­
iation iu Milk lest«. Among other 
cases of variation attention was 
called to tbe dally tests at the Cot 
valli# Creamery for the first half of 
the mouth of May. the milk of the 
largest patrons, which would be the 
least susceptible to variation from 
the effect of a single now’s variation, 
showed a variation during the fif­
teen days of from .3 to .8 of one 
per cent; the average for the ten 
pitrous sending the largest am­
ounts of milk being .5 of one per 
cent. These results indicated that 
the tests of a single milking or of 
a single day could hardly be regar­
ded as authentic.

Dairying fiom a Railroad Stand­
point was the topic discussed by 
Mi. H. E. Lounslmry of ihe S. P. 
R. R. Co. He said in part: “ Lo­
calities which have secured cream­
eries in the past few years, show 
that by means of the regular 
monthly income from daily products 
mortgages haye beeu paid off, and 
the farms improved.
