London, March 10 —General De- 
larey has defeated and captured a 
force of 1200 men and Geueral Me­
thuen and four guns have fallen into 
the hands of the Boers.

The news of the last terrible re­
verse of the British army in South 
Africa was read in the house of 
commons today.

Methuen's entire foree of twelve 
hundred men were taken and Me­
thuen himself is a prisoner and in­
jured. The announcement created 
intense excitemeut in the house.
