Coos county wauts good roads 
and she wants them, “uwfully”.
The present g«uiy*tious are asking 

for ttttm eveu more loudly than the 
saftne people will fifty years hence 
when the most of our contempora­
ries will have betaken themselves to 
a couutry where a lot of good money 
is uot paid annually for the purpose 
of still allowing the Vox v upuli to 
wallow iu the mud!

Now it has been our lot to be a 
pioneer in nt least one new country 
before we hit tho “ Oregon trail.” 
Yes nnd it was a country at that 
time but seveu years a state, which 
even then, rejoiced in better roads 
than most of Oregon can boast of 
after her forty three years of state­
hood. If those roads were not such 
as the same state can boast of today 
they kept you out of the mud. Peo­
ple could get round. Farmers were 
not imprisoned two-thirds of the 
year aud eveu the “bumperty bump" 
of miles of “ corduroy” log-pole-and- 
rail turn piking was an nnmixed 
blessing to the men who made them 
better as the years went on.

13ut the soil and the rains make 
this a very different couutry from 
that in which to build “ good roads,” 
or roads, of any kind over which a 
stout tesm can haul something 
more than an empty wagon.
Oregon soil is adhesive. It sticketh 

closer than a whole lot of brothers 
and when the rains descend this 
same soil becomes a consistency of 
mud entirely inconsistent with ones 
moving about. The farmer is im­
prisoned on his ranch and when he 
cannot move, many other things 
must stand still.

Iu this part of Oregon the mud 
never freezes up. Of winter rain 
wo have all we need and sometimes j 
something over but we arc here and 
when it rains we have to do as they, 
do in Vermont, ided  we “ let it rain.’ ’ 
If it would only freeze up it would 
bo very different hut it will not 
freeze and so wo go on boasting 
about our mild and equitable climate 
and continue wallowing in the mud.

Now surely there must bo a rem­
edy for this nnd what is to bo doue.

Go out on auy thoroughfare nnd 
take a look nt the splendid trees 
growing within the limits of the 
width of a legal highway. What 
shall wo do with them? Cut and 
destroy them simply to clear tho 
way? Not if we know ourself.

Since this subject was first s.ig- 
I ge-ted to us as a fit ono to bo writ­
ten up, cussed and discussed, wo 
have tramped round quite n bit. 
Oil one occasion some distance from 
town wo left off counting ties aud 
struck across tho fields on a wild 
hunt for the county road,determined 
to return to the city “ by land.”  We 
did and the to best of our knowledge 
and belief some of that “ land" 
is sticking to our boots vet!

That is the custom o ’ the country. 
Even as at. an early day iu Illinois im- 
inigrant wagons were still covered 
with the mud of M urnee swamp,all 
the way from the slate of Ohio.

But on our tramp, did wo find 
the county road? Yes, as alleged, 
but was it ever true that a ditch of 
mud could bo a road?

Impassable for teams and barely 
pa-sable for the pedestrian who spent 
most of his time on the bauk skirting 
the aforesaid mud ditch andjclimbing 
over logs while for a horse, uuless 
barefooted bo sure he would have 
had his shoes pulled off in tlie al­
most bottomless rich alluvial.

And since we have b- en asked to 
this subject, we have talked

mass to supply the logs and do wbat 
ever else they may, to bring your 
roads up to date, they are not the 
men we think they are, and else, 
would “pan out”  very differently 
from what they talk.

In fact they are talking upon this 
subject so vigorously that if the 
present officials will not move in the 
matter, they are proposing to put 
those in who will, when the proper 
time comes. Tho question is not a 
matter of politics, but rather one as 
to who are the men who will give 
ear to the public need and obey the 
inundate of the public voice.

Portl.ind, Qt., March 5 — The 
spring rush of settlers under the 
stimulus of cheap rales, Ibct went 
into effect last Saturday in the 
East, lias reached Ibe coast. Be­
tween forty-tive aud fifty extra 
railway coaches, bearing passen­
gers who came west on settler’s 
tickets, have come into Oregou 
aud Washington in the past two 
days.

Nearly all sifted out at various 
atatious iu Oregou aud Washing­
ton east of this city, either to locate 
or ou stop-over privileges to exam­
ine the country. Betweeu sixty 
aud seventy-five settlers have al- 
ready gone to points on the South­
ern Pacific lines south of Portland. 
Twenty extra cars of settlers were 
delivered to the O. R. & N. at 
Huntington by the Oregou Short 
Line. The record was that about the 
same considerable number weut 
iuto Eastern Washington. Ainu,at 
without exception they had west­
bound settlers’ tickets— no returns.

Assuming that 2 ioch plank can 
be fnrnir-hpd ou the ground where 
ueeded at a cost of five dollars per 
thousand, a sixteen fo rt road will 
cost over eight hundred dollars 
per mile. Again assuming that 
the dui'inbility of lumber will bavr 
reached the time of its usefnllness 
in twenty years it follows that 
after all our public highways haye 
been completed it will require, oo 
rd average, nn annual expenditure 
of over forty dollars per mile to 
maintain permanency in good 
roads.

A rock or gravel roae would iu 
time, uudoubtly, prove more ac­
ceptable. The cost of bnildiug 
would exceed that of plank ami that 
required for construction would be 
longer. Eveu though its useful­
ness does uol come so rapidly, it is 
nevi tlieless gradual, substantial, 
and permanent. Many roads are 
in the immediate vicinity of quar­
ries. For other loads, menus of 
trauspor ation nrp not beyond the 
•uissiirilities of accomplishment 
There are waterways and taere can
