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What is Immorality?

The decision of a New York 
Judge who held that Balzac h works 
are immoral has revived the old 
question: What makes a book, a
pily, a picture or a piece of sculp­
ture immoral? This question hits 
never been settled aud will not be 
settled iu tbis article.

Morality depends largely on the 
point of view. Many u Puritan 
maiden has blushed violently before 
the nude pictures aud sculpture« in 
the Viticau, who would see no 
harm in half the books on the In­
dex Expurgatorius. An Italian 
cardinal cannot understand 
why Americans should object 
to the nude in urt, but he sees much 
immorality in Ernest Kenans “ Life 
of Christ,” and in David Hume’s 
Metaphysics. When an Italian car­
dinal views the Venus de Milo he 
does not think of its nakedness; in­
deed, he would deem it immoral to 
cover the marble with clothes. 
When a maiden from Adamsville, 
Mass, in one of Mr. Cook’» parties, 
views the Venus she thinks of the 
statue as that of a shameless hussy 
who ought to have posed iu a 
mother bubbard.

The question whether or not a 
book, a play, or a work of urt is im­
moral, depends on the reader or the 
spectator. If it is such us would 
tend to cause immorality in the 
reader, then it is immoral for that 
reader; end if it is such as would 
tend to cause immorality iu the 
public generally, then it is immoral 
for that public. A play might easi­
ly be moral in Paris and immoral 
in BosIod. Feminine Paris talks 
frankly and without impure think­
ing about subjects which B"stou can­
not contemplute without hiding be­
hind fans. Morality does not de­
pend entfrly on blushes, either, for 
there is such u thing as unblushing 
innocence.

But this smug differentiation be­
tween morality and immorality in 
art and literature is neither final 
nor complete, nor very satisfactory. 
There is absolute immorality which 
does not depend on public opinion. 
If the author’s or artist’s intention 
was immoral, his work is immoral, 
although it appear entirely innocent 
to the public. That, however, is a 
subjective immorality, lying between 
the man and his conscience. The 
immorality which the censors aud 
the critics decry and thereby adver­
tise is the objective sort —the sort 
which affects the public. And there 
is metaphysical immorality, not 
apparent to tho casual reader or 
spectator, but aimed to destroy 
morality by attacking it nt the roots. 
That is the immorality that the 
reader for tho Index Espurgntoiins 
sees in Remau’abeautiful language, 
which, while glorifying the Niiza- 
rene, glorifies him as a mere man 
aud denies the godhead in him 
This, too, is immorality fromChrist- 
lanitv’s point of view. Ho agnostic 
and atheistic books are immoral to 
tli In :i< vie" theologian.

For tho practical purpose of crit­
icising s play or a book however, it 
is well to follow the rulo that which 
appeals to Hit pruiient, the lascivi­
ous and the immodest is immoral 
and should be avoided by those who 
would not be defilod.*—San Fran­
cisco Bulletin.
