How Bailie Rock Got It* Name-

Agteeablr to our promise' in last 
week’s issue to give a sketch con­
cerning Cyrus He Men, of Scotts- 
liorp, who passed through town last 
week, we take the following extracts 
from Dodge’s history of Coos and 
Curry counties which ¡fives one of 
the exploits in which this venerable 
old gentleman took part, and in our 
next issue we will pive a description 
o f lire tight which took place in the 
following September after this one, 
in which Mr. Hedden took a prom- 
inent part:

“ I  was working in Portland. Ore­
gon, at, the carpenter trade along 
:n the latter part of May, 1851. 
when a friend of mine, by the 
mini j f  Palmer, injttadurod - me to 
Capt. Wm. Ticheuor, who was at 
that time running an old steam 
propellor called the Sea Gull, be­
tween Pot tlaud, Oregon, and San 
Francisco, California. Before in­
troducing me to Capt. Tichenor, mv 
friend told me that the Capt. want­
ed eight or ten men to go down on the 
steamer with him to a place called 
Port Orford on the southwest coast 
of Oregon, where he intended to 
make a settlement, lav out a town 
and build a road into the gold dig­
gings in Southern Oregon and that 
all who went down with him shoi.hl 
have a share in the town he and his 

| parents were going to build. His 
j  partners were Mr. Hubbbard, purser 
ou the Sea Gull, and the H m. Hot 
hr King, then chief in the custom 
house in San Francisco. After I 
made the acquaintance of Capt 
Tichenor ha painted the whole 
enterprise in such glowing colors 
that I  was really infatuated with 
the prospect. Ho told mo that 
there was not a particle of danger 
from the Indians, that, he had been 
ashore among them many times and 
they were perfectly friendly, so I  
went to work tolruut up n party to 
go down with us ou the Sea Gull.

I  gathered together eight young 
men who were willing to go down 
on the trip. Their names were J. 
H. Eagsn, Johu T. Slater, George 
Bidoubt, T. D. Palmer. Joseph 
Hussey, Cyrus YV Hedden; James 
Carigan, Erastu Summers and mv- 
self, making uiue in all Capt. 
Tic lienor agreed to furnish us arms, 
ammunition and supplies, and take 
Us down on his steamer, He told 
ns all to get reaily to go ns he would 
sail from Portland ou the 4th of 
June, 1861.

YYe were ready nnd sailed from 
Portland ou time. On the 5th we 
arrived iu Astoria. I  had b> eu 
selected by the party as the captain 
of the expedition so I  went to Capt. 
Tichenor nnd told him I wanted to 
see the arms he was going to fur­
nish us to defend ourselves with in 
ease we had to fight. "Oil," he said, 
“ there is in. danger fiom the In­
dians.”  We then told him that we 
would g ■ no farther unless he fur­
nished us with arms to defend our­
selves. lie then went ashor-- and 
bought, at a junk shop, three old 
Hint lock muskets, one o.d sword 
tluii wash If eaten with rust and e 
few pounds of 1. ad and three or 
lour poun Is ol powder. We told 
him th it hi hail eeitainly brought 
us a ha d looting i uitii o f inn s 
to tight Inri.ms with. “ You will 
nevi r mu d them.” said he, “ hut hav­
ing them w ill make you look danger­
ous autway.”  Just tneu a young 
officer from Fort Geoige stepped 
up to me and told me he had a very 
good Uuiied States rilie he would 
let m have at cost, viz: $20. I

t went ashore with him and bought 
the rifle an ! also some amunitimi. 
It proved to be a magnificent shoot­
ing gun. Our entire armament 

j  consisted now of one U. S. rifle, In- 
longing to myself, one six shooting 

j rifle belonging to Carigan, three old 
flint lock muskds, one old sword,

| one fine shooting revolver 38 cal.
! one pair of deriugers loaned to me 
| by a friend in Portland for the trip,
I about five pound of rifle powder 
j  and ten pounds ol bar lead. This 
constituted our entire outfit to de­
fend ourselves with when we left 
Astoria on the evening of the 6tb of 
June, 1851. On the morningof the 
!fth we were landed on the beach 
just below Battle Roek Th, re 
were a few Indians iu sight who j 
appeared friendly, but I  could see ! 
that they did not like to have us 
there. I told Capt, T'chenor that j 
I  did not like the kinks <>t thing's at ] 
all and those Italians meant mischief 
There was one thing more that we 
wanted and that was the old canm-D 
Capt. Tichenor had on board the 
Sea Gull. He laughed at us at 
fiist for wanting it, but w hen we j 
told him we would not s'uy without! 
it he studied a little bit and then 
said all right he would send it ashore. 
He sent his mate with one of my 
men, Fagan, who was an old nuin- 
of wars man, back to the steam r 
for the gun. They soon returned 
bringing the cannon and copper | 
magazine ihat contained three or 
four cartridges each holding two 
pounds of powder. As a*»ou as the 
. niinon arrived the Captain bid us 
good bye and left for Ban Franci-co, 
saying he Would return in fourteen

I duys and bring a better supplv of 
arms and more men to aid him iu 
hi- enti rprise. After ho left we 
lost no tune iu making our camp on 
what was to he called Battle Rock 
as long as Oregon has a history YVe 

I hauled the old cunnou to the top of j 
, of the rock and placed it so ns to j 
I command the narrow ridge where 
the Indiuns would hp-” c to crowd 

I together before they could gel, l ,  
tile top of the rock where we were1 
camped.

About half way up to the top of 
the rock there w as a bench of near­
ly level ground about thirty feet 
wide, from that to the top of the 
rock the ridge was quite narrow, 

j After getting the gun iu place 
I Eagan and I  went to work to load 
j it. and get ready for the tight that I 
j felt was coming. YY'e put in a two 
; pound sack of powder and on top 
of that about, half of an old cotton 
shirt and then on top of that as 
much bar lead cut up in pieces of 
from one two inches iu length as I 
could hold in my two hands, then a 
couple of old newspapers on top. 
'YVe then primed the gun with some I 
tine rilie powder and trained it so as I 
to rat- the narrow ridge iu front o f ! 
the muzzle and the gun was reaily j  
for husmeas. YY’e cleaned up all our j 
other arms and loaded them ready 
for use. Just as soou as the Indians ' 
saw the steamers goiug away with-. 
i ui us they appeared very cross and j  
ordered us away making signs to us 
that thev would kill us if we did | 
uot go. Then they left for their ] 
camps dowrn the beach. On the ¡ 
morning of the 10th they were back ; 
again iu larger numbers and shoot­
ing arrows at us from too great a ¡ 
distance to do us any damage. I 
About 9 o’clock a large canoe, con­
taining twelve warriors, came up the 
coast from the mouth of Hogue 
liivor. Among them was one tall 
fellow wearing a red shirt who 
seemed to he their leader. As soon 
as the canoe touched the sand they 
all jumped out and carried it out on 
the beach The fellow in the red 
shirt drew a long knife, waved it 
over his head, gave a terrible yell 
and, with at least one hundred of 
his braves, started for us with a 
rush. I  stood by the gun holding a 
piece of tarred rupo with one end in 
the lire readv.as soon as the Indians 
crowded on the narrow riuge in 
front of the cannon, to lot them have 
the contents wbeu it would do the 
most execution. The air was full 
of arrows cominir from at lenst a 
hundred hows. James Carigan had 
picked up apiñe board about 15 
inches wide, 8 feet long and 1J 
inches in thickness. He stood right 
behind me and held the board in 
front of us both. Thirty-seven ar­
rows hit the board and at least half 
of them show.led the points .through 
it Two of mv men were disabled. 
Fulmer was shot thr ugh the neck 
and was Meeting badly. Ridoubt 
was shot in the hreaut, the arrow 
stickiny into the broasfbone mak­
ing a painful wound, and Slater ran 
i nd laid down iu a hole behind the 
tent.- This left six of uh  to fight, it 
out with the Indians who still kept" 
coming. YVhen they w. re crowded 
on they narrow ridge, the ted shirt- 
e 1 fellow in the lea I and not more 
than eight feet (rom the mozz.e of 
ihegun, I applied t.lie fiery end 
of the rope to ihe primii g. The 
execution was fearful, at least twelve 
or thirteen men were killed outright 
and such a tumbling of scared 
Indians I never saw before or since. 
The gun was upset by the recoil; 
but we never stopped for that but 
rushed out to them and soon clear­
ed the mck of nil the live warriors. 
YVe counted seventeen dead Indians 
on the rock and this was the bloody 
baptism that gave the name of 
Battle Rock to our old camp at i 
Fort Orford on the 10th day of j 
June, 1851.

Thr Uuited StatPS rriuing law 
provides that ou each claim nntil a 
patent shall have ¡been issue.) there- 
for, not less than $100 worth of 
labor bIib II be performed, or im­
provements utr.de duriug each year. 
Ihe courts have construed the 
above language concerning the 
patent to mean that the dnplica’e ! 
receipt issued by the Reoejever of 
the United States land office to the 
applicant for pateut is equivolent 
to the patent and precludes the 
necessity of further assessment 
work upou tliP claim described in 
such receipt. This upon the theory 
that when the price o f the uiiuiug 
claim has beeu paid to the govern­
ment, the equitable rights of the 
purchaser Rre complete, and there 
is no obligation on hia part to do 
further annual work in order to ob­
tain a patent. In other words the 
mine owner, having complied with 
all the requirements of the mining 
law, has acquired a vested interest 
in his mining claim aud do third 
party can acquire from thp govern 
input any interest hb agaiust him. 
It may he said here that the “ annual 
work,”  “ assessment work” and | 
“ representation of the claim” are 
convertible terms The first two 
of these terms receive the sanction ! 
of ihe Uuited States Supreme 
Court. The term “ representation” j  
as applied to the statutory work 
upon a mining claim is said In be i 
a Colorado expression adopted l>v \ 
the Supreme Court of that state. I 
Iu order to maiutain the possess­
ory rights to a mining claim it is ! 
necessary to expend at least $100 
aunually as provided bv thr act of 
Congress and such further sum as 
the state or local mining district 
laws may require. U rider the 
United Slates law the rhuuhI work 
may be done at any time duting 
the second calendar year after lo­
cation aud each subsequent year 
thereafter uutil pateut issues. It 
lias been held that the minimum 
fixed by that law rnay he increased 
by state or local law and the time 
«bridged within which a portion of 
it iB to be done under penalty of 
forfeiture o f the claim. There is 
uo state law in California upou the 
subject except the act of 1801, 
whi Ii it may he said merely pro. 
vitUs for the filing by the mine 
owner in the office of flip proper 
county recorder an affidavit d i- 
scribing labor performed or im­
provements made hy him, and 
their value. This affidavit must he 
tiled within thirty days after the 
time limited for the performance 
of such labor or making such in - 
provements. I f  filed with the 
s ta tu to ry  period if is prima facie 
evidence of the fads thereon re­
cited. Recording such affidavit or 
failure to make and record it will 
not prevent other proof of the facts 
or in any way prejudice the claim 
ant of the property, as his rights 
cannot lie di'-eHled by  omitting to 
pe rform an a d  in ten d ed  to fac i l i ta te  
the proof of representation of me 
claiui Ol course the affidavit uihi 
t.e rebutted in any proceeding n,
« Inch the quest ton rtf the perform­
ance of this «ork arises: No work
done during the first calendar year 
of location is affective as assess­
ment work. In tins connection it 
may be said that the difference be 
tween aiiDual work and the amount, 
necessary to obtain a patent is this: 
That the former must be done 
yearly. Ihe lattrr may he done at 
any time «ft ir ttie location. For 
example; Th“ work necessary to 
oht-in a patent may all be done 
during the sixty days’ period of 
newspaper publication for patent. 
Assessment work done is available 
in patent proceeding. To illus-; 
Irate: YY’ hen the work done is of >
the value of $500 it is sufficient 
basis for a p, tent Assuming that I
