Investigating a Religion.

Announcement has been made
made that a Japanese commission
is to be sent to this country for the
purpose of investigating the prac-
tical character of the Christian re-
ligion that its merit as a National
faith may be determined as com-
pared with Buddhism., Another
instance is this of the wonderfully
ndaptive character of the Little
Brown Man of the East, It is clear
that he proposes tc avail himself of
whatever appeals to him as best in
the philosophy of the world, wheth-
er it applies to the conduct of af-
fairs on this or the cther side of
the judgement day, Itis a specta-
cle quite beyond the ordinary when
a people, supposedly of suen con-
servalive tendencies as have been
the Japanese for centuries, shakes
off the bonds in such a Jecisive
manner and steps out into the
world in search of the hest that is
offering in the way of a religious
faith.

In this connection it is a note-
worthy fast that Christian mission-
aries haye been well received in the
Island Kingdom; but the religion
of the Anglo-Saxon ia not to be ae-
cepted altogether on the showing
that has been made by these theo-
logical pioneers. Its doctrines and
results are to be weighed and mea-
sured in the field where 1t is pre-
sumed to be most effective for good
and the weighing and measuring is
to be accomplished along the most
practical lines,

There is the basgis lor just appre-
hepsion that whea the Japanese com-
mission gets down to work in this
country it will encounter difficul-
ties that it does not now forsee. In
view of the wide gap between Budd-
histic teaching and Japanese prac-
tice, in business affairs and other-
wise, the difference between profes-
sion and practice among religious
devotees in this country may not
be so serious en obstacle to the in-|
vestigators as the varying doctrines
that are taught in the different de-
nominations. It is a long jump
from the simon pure orthodoxy to |
the higher criticism, and even in|
the former school there are such
radical differences of opinion re-
specting matters that are alleged to
be essential, that if the Japanese
mind escapes confusion it will be
simply another evidence of its abil-
ity to assimilate readily what an-
other race has been centuries in
evolving. —Telegram.

The records show, in fact, that
every industry has flourished under
the loeal Prohibition.

What is true of Cambridge is also
true of Boston, Quiney and other
large towns under local option.
But they say: “The adoption of
the law will throw 15,000 men in
Oregon out of employment.” Let
us look at this, there is no industiy
scarcely one, that employs as few
men according to amount of money
invested as this nefarious business,
if the amount of money now invest-
ed could be turned over to legiti-
mate produetive industries, it would
employ from 3 to 10 times more
men than it pow does. (This ae-
cording to figures especially com-
piled from reliable authorities),
