Porrraxn, Jan. 18.—Early this
morning the O, I, & N. Co.'s .old
round honse aml machine shop at
Albina caught fire and was totally
destroved. The bnildings burned
were the old shops of the North-
ern Pacific Terminal Company,and
cost originally. buiklings, machin-
ery and all, about $200,000,
total loss, the machinery being
worth nothing now except as olil
iron. There was an insurance of
only ahouat $25,000, placed in the
New York. The 0. R. & N. Co.
had in the round house seven loco-
motives and one passenger ccach,
which was elegant. The coach is
a wreck, the only salvage being
the wheels and iron work. The
trucks of the engines are not ro
badly injured, and it is thought
only the woodwork of these will
have to be replaced. The total loss
of the U. R. & N. Co. will reach
about §40,000. There was ne in-
surance on the rolling stock. The
fire i3 supposed to have caught from
the heater, which had been placed
in the coach to thaw it out.

A l4-year-old son of Edward
Whitney, of Albina, while playing
gbout the scene was killed by a
heavy pieceof tiinber,which struck
him on the head, crushing the
skull.

SENT TO THE HOUSE AND SENATE.

The Report Accompanied by a Long
Message from Cleveland,

Wagnixeron, Jan. 17.—The
President sent in the report of the
Pacific Railroad Commission to
the House and Scnate at 1 o’clock
this afternoon.

He accompained it with a long
message, saying that it is clear
that the railrend companies can-
not pay their indebtedness, and
that an attempt to foreclose and
take possession of the roads would
be ol doubtful policy-

He therefore advises that the re-
cammendations of the majority of
the Commission for funding of the
debt be followed by Congress, pro-
vided the roads themselves -will ac
cept such plan.

ALTOMATIC LABOR.

How the Conditions of Labor Have
Chanzed From the 0ld Times.

Boston Transcript.

In the infinite subdivision of mc-
clanica' etfort there is a continual
reduction of the legititimate pride
that a workmup may take in his
proiuct. Onpe cannot vaunt him-
self much upon the quality of his
buckle holes in a strap when the
machipe that he operates i3 mak-
ing them all exactly like. “Itis a
poor acconnt to give of one'’s lite,”
says Proudhon, “to have made but
the exghteenth part of a pin.”  So
long us men #nd wemen are human
this ¢ensideration must weigh with
them, even if it weighs insensibly.
Thne old shnemaker at his beach
hud an objectin life. It was no
small achievewment to have made a
good shee—a sturdy or a handsome
article that somebody wore with
sutisfuction. He had anopportun-
ity to Jistingunish himself in bis
way. There wasa proud pre-emin-
ence in his trade that he might
reach.

His mind wis develaped. along
with the shoes he made; his energy
sank into no weary iteration of au-
tomatic processes carricd on at
high pressure. He became a phil-
ogopher in hiz way, and even if he
did not choese ta become a philos-
opher at all, the chances are that
he was when he finished his ap-
vrenticeship, and give his children
4 chance to do better than he did.
His work, even with its longer
hours and incessant pegging and
shaving, was more favorable to
mental growth than that of the ten-
hour operative whe rune 4 machine
which punches a hole or mikes a
part or a peg.

But the division and subdivision
of laber is the foundaiion, the life,
of the modern indusirial system.
It is impossible to ge baek to the
oid system as it would be torestore
us all to the Garden of Eden. Civ-
1zation nas pat its hand te the
piow and by no means can turn
back. But whet sort of a ruce will
our mechanical automatism de-
velop? The questin is respectfully
referred to the historian of the
future.

Common Experience.

I honestly and sincerely believe
that if our politicians anamembers
of Congress were Ior one single
vear subject to the vexations,bother
loss and 1nconvenience of the pre-
sent. dirty, sticky smeary and
costly postage-stamp-exchsnge
system. to which the rural pobu-
lation of the country is condemed,
we should get the much needed
<nd universally demanded fracrion -
al currency immediately. In
cities and large villages fractional
parts of 2 dollar can be sent, but
only by paying tribute to the
bank, express company or post-
master, but to the country there is
no'hing left but the stick-to-every-
thing postage stamp. Apnd I pre-
sume that people doing business
in cities when they receive lumns
of stickey stamps, instead of crisp
convenlent paper money, are about
as much annoyed as their country
customers are—first the counting
aud recounting, and then the get-
ting them exchanged into some-
thing that will not cling to you
like the “Old Man of the Bea.” If
bankers’ and brokers’ influence can
preventus getting fractionsal cur-
rency, then we shall not get it, no
matter how useful and convedient
it may be.
