In onesuchliouse which
L visited there were seven children,
IMPURE ICE.
Ay Bangerous as nmpure Water in
Propagativg Bisease.

The American Analyst says the
ase ot impure ice 1s fully as  dun-
serons us the use of fmpure water,
he freezing ol the invpurities in
water pot destroyving disease germs,
Fany are coutained in it. It may
e tuken tor wranted that any  ice
-ut within Hve miles of the nutflow
o sewerage o fuctory refuse is
lingerons to health. Thus all dce
cut trom the Huwdson  river from
'y points pear the most populous
cities, such  as Albany, Troy and
Panehkeepsie, or from the canals
and lakes near Chicago. Toledo,
Cleveland, Detroit and Bufialo, is
absolutely unfit for use. Among
the ice eut in such plices, amd
which is used in New York City,
is that cut at Cedar Hill, Siver
Lake, Verpianck's Poini, Water
vliet, Youkers, Custleton, on the
Hudson river. Most of this ice is
Leing cut too close to soutces of
impurity. It would be hest so dis-
coptinue 1ts use. Seme iceis also
cut from inlets on the Hudson
river, which, having no current, are
stuguant. Theice cut at Rock-
land Luke, though not actually
contaminated, would be safer if the
waters of that lake were cleansed
from dead vegetstion aond decay-
g animal matter before the ice is
formed. If you wounid avoid ty-
phoid fever, malaria, and other
zymotic diseases, ipquire carefully
where the ice your family uses is
harvested. A public inspection of
the various ice-ficlds should be
made.
