Strong petitions selting
for'h his previous good character
ami expressing a strocg doubt of
guilt, caused the governor to par-
don him .

T. H. Harris, sent up from Mult-
nomah county for four years from
November 1884, for larceny in a

dwelling,hnd qis sentence commut-
ed, upon the recominen lation of
the prosecuting officer and a strong
petition to the effect that he had
been sufi'cieiitly punished.

Win. Brown, of Wasco county,
who was serving out a term of three
wars, commencing October 16,
1886. for larceny iu a dwe.l ng, was
allowed his liberty on account of
good conduct and a belief that his
punishment had been commensur
ate with his crime. This pardon
is conditional ou his leaving the
state.
