The
iater names adopted by our States
are generally musical and usable,
although Ohian is' a disagreeable
derivative of Ohio. The ' gentle
word ought to be Ohiote, like
Cypriote, but, perhaps, the people
of that great State do" not rhyme
with coyote. Wisconsin refuses
strenously as Michigan to accept
a derivative, as the only one pos-
sible would be Wisconsinner. Of
the present Territories Idaho has a
verv sweet name, but what could
its citizens call themselves? We
suppose the people of Utah might
be Utes, but if the Territory
were to take the proposed State
name it would be hard to call them
Desere'tters. What we cheifly
seek in a name is that it be easy to
pronounce and be flexible. Its
meaning is of little consequence.
China is a good name, but it
means nothing, aud the people of
China have uo knowledge of it.

F.flTcct or Railway Travel;
Some year ago considerable atten-

tion was paid by both the railway
and daily papers to the effect of
constant railway traveling upon
the human system, and it was
claimed that certain complicated
derangements of the nervous
system could be traced to the
habitual jar of the cars. We have
olten heard it stated in conversa-
tion that continuous railway travel
was responsible for many cases ot
disorder to the digestive organs,
and especially to the kidneys. We
have it also urged as against a
residence in the suburbs that the
constant use of the cars by young
people in going to and from schoo .
esppeially as regarded girls, has
resulted in permanent damage to
the system, causing much III health
in after life. The eyes have also
been reported as suffering mater-
ially from railway travel. It seems
to us, however, that taking railway
employes as a rule, who live asrood
part of their time-upo- n the road
especially noticing conductors and
engineers that they seem to enjoy
fair average health, end we see
them averaging as long life as
workers in many other occupations.
Many of the troubles which are
laid to the iar of the trains are due,
we think, more to want of care in
the daily habits of eating and sleep-
ing, due t.i the irregular hours that
nil ust be necessarily kept, than to
the motion of tha trains. As a rule
the classes of men we refer to seem
to enjoy fair eyesight, though, of
course, good vision at the start is
a requisite to entering such employ-
ment. ' The bulk of the complaints
that arise from, travelers on account
of their eyts is generally due to
their over-us- e in reading while the
cars are in motion. While there
are undoubtedly systems which are
so sensitive in certain respects that
temporary discomfort or lasting
injury may be done by ! constant
railway travel, yet we think that
due attention to the ordinary laws
of health will, in the majority of
cases, prevent any such trouble.
With the accumulation f sanitary
knowledge now on hand we should
think that very iLteresting and
exact information could be given
by some of our friends of the medi-
cal profession employed by the
different roads, aud we would be
glad to hear the results of their ex-

perience in this direction. Rail--
