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FIVE OLD THIAGS IN AMFRICA.

Paragraphs Wiicl: Disprove Asser:
tions About Eelles.

New York Press,

An ancient  Japenese coat of
mail was recently unearthed in the
vicinigy of Victoria, British Co-
lumbia. Someé workman engage
in digeing & well came upon this
interesting relic four feet below
the surface. It was a4 complefe
piece of chiain armour, composed
of thousands oi Loks of diminutive
iron rings the djumeter of a com-
mon peocil. When worn the coat
covered the Dbreast, nack and the
right side, leaving the left side.
where it was fustened, to be pro-
tected by the shieid. The riglt
sleeve  extended to the elbow,
From the peck to the waist of the
skirt the length is twenty one and
one haifinches. Iao the side of the
coat, below the arin, is a gash two
inchies long. resembiing a cut from
# heavy weapon. which has been
repaired by what appewrs to beu
prece of native silver. The armour
was njade by the Japanese two or
three” huodred years ago. Itis
impossible to explain Low tais in-
teresting object came here; bu:
there are npo other evidences oi
early Japatiese cceupancy in the
serrounding section. A few years
20 & large number of ancient
Jupinese coins were found in
errns  or  stone graves in the
neizhborheod of Victoria.

Probably the oldest coin ip th~
United States is owned by Rev.
W. M. Beachamp of Baldwin
sville, N. Y. It was foundin the
ruins of Glastonbury Abbey, which

was dissolved in 1538. It was
brought to this country seventy-

five years ago, ano aztiguaries who
have examined it aze of the opinion
that it dates buck to the twellth
century. Be this as 1t may, itis
a very interesting relic. Ivdiffers

An ancient land tortoise was re-
cently found in Schuylkill county
Pa. A gentleman aud Lis neice,
while strolling throuszh the forest
on the property of Rucbon Beale,
discovered a pair of tortoises close
wgether. On the uoder part of
the male the following inseription
was decipherd - “H. Deiber®, 1717.7
Tke name proved to be that of a
man whe owned and cleared the
land in the vicinity in the early
colopial times. On the sheil ol
the tortoise were signs of great
age, part of the lettering almost
ouliterated. There could be no
reasonable doubt that the animal,
waich was still living, was upward
of 170 years of age.

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W. W. Corcoran, the Washing-
ton Philanthropist, Dead.

FAVORABLY FOR PINSION EILL,

Cieveland’s Bouthern Trip—The President
Shakes Hands with Many P-ople
—A Gladetone Victory,

The Hunanw's Special Dispatches.]

WasainegroN, Feb., 24 —W. W,
Corcoran died this morning, He
was born at Georgzetown December
27, 1795, He laid the basis of his
areat 1ortune under the finn name
of Corcoran & Riggs, bankers, by
Howting government bonds during
the Mexican war. He i8 best
known as & public ben¢factor and
philanthiopist. In 1847 Le pur-
chased a site at Oak Hill cemetery,
newar Georgetown,and after expend-
tng about $12,000 in improving it
presented it to his native town.
The Corcoran gallery of art he
established in 1867, spending
about $300,000 m fitting it up. In
addition he established an endow-
ment tund of nearly a million: dol-
lars for its benefit und transferred
to 1t his entire collection of paint-
ings, statuary and works of art.
Another of his gifts 18 Louise
Home, founded in memory of his
wife, and is intended as a home for
aged women of refinement and ed-
ucation, who by reverses of fortune
had been reduced from affivence to
poverty. The buiiding cost abont
£200,000, with an endowment innd
of aboutr $300,000. Corcoran also
made large giits to tlhie Washing-
ton Orphans’ Asylum, Columbia
University and 1nany ipstitutions
in the south. Ile also gave $100,-
LLd to the Chureh of Ascension of
this city. To the University of
Virginia he made gifts amounting
to $200,000, besides about 4000 vol-
umes.

Feb. 23.—A Times,
Celuwmbus, South Curolina special
suys: At Blythewood in this State,
i local war exists between twofam-
ilies of Hogan and Hoftmap, prom-
1620 05 d P o & tlaat tawwn. The
origin of Lire Lroable  was  the be-
trayel of Hattie Hogan, an 18-
vear oid girl; by Thomas Hoffwan.
Miss. Hogans father, at the
point of a pistol, made Hoffman
promise to marry the girl but on
the day of the wedding the pro-
pused groom disappeared. Hogan
searched for his daughter’s betray-
er for two weeks, and then return-
ed to Blythewood to hold the
other Hoffman boys responsible,
one of these brothers being Mayor
of the town.

Ye. :rday Hogan held a pistol
at Mayor Hoffman’s bhead, while
he horsewhipped him. He then
proceeded five miles to a mill,
where another brother, was found,
aucd while a friend of Hegan cover-
ercd Hoffinan with a rifle, the en-
raged father wore outa whip on
him.

By this time tie Hofimans were
aroused, and two of the brothers,
inciuding the Mayor, went gun-
niz for Hogan and surrounded his
h-use. Citizens telegraphed to
Winnesboro for aid, and the Sheriff
and a posse werc sent to Blythe-
vood, Inthe meantime Judge
Winnesboro telegraphed to Mayer
Hoffman, not knowing he was en
gaged in the riot, te preserve peace
at all hazards. The sleriff’s posse
arrived in time to arrest the Mayor
and take him to jail.

A-FAVORABLE ELFORT.

Pensions [for the Boys in Blue
Likely to be Encreased.

Wasuixgron, Feb. 24.—The
house committee on invalid pen-
sions have decided to report favor-
ablyon the ex-prisoners of war
pension bill. It grants pensions at
a rate fixed by law to all who were
tarty days or more confined in
confederate prisons, and gives
tiem 52 a day outright for each
Zay more than thiry that they
were so imprisoned. Favorable
reports were also made on the bills
to increase the pension for total in-
abilities to §30 per month, and lim-
iting the fee for examining surgeon
to $2 for each case.

Prince Louis Mapuleon Eesigns.

Panis, Feb. 24.—Ganlouis States
Prince Louis Napoleon has resign-
ed his commission in the Italian
army. Gen. Boulanger has tele-
araphed to to the war office deny-
ing that he is connected with the
election of candidates.

GIEASTLY CAVES,

Eight skeletons Found in a Japanese
Cavern.

A few days ago while taking a trip
throughout the counrry I visited a
couple of auncient caves at Osawa-
mura, Tanmagori, Musashi province.
These caves were first discovered by
a resident of that village named Miu-
ewa Yasutaro, a few years agowhile
he was hunting foxes. Both caves
face the southeast. One is about
twelve feet square and about. nine
teet in height, and the other consists
of two rooms about equal in size.
The entrance to them was 8o low
I could scarcely get inside. When
he first examived them, Mr. Minewa
‘0ld me, he found two skeletons in
one and six in the other, one also
containing a sword. These he buried
in this vicinity, he and his neighbor-
constructing a tomb with stones
tuken from the cave. Mr. Minewa
hasin his possession a tooth taken

from one of the skeletons; it isa

little sarger than the ordinary teeth
of human beings,

Female Labor in Germany and Here.

London Times.

It apoears from comparative
statistics, just compiled on this
subjeet, that in the Potsdam Dis-
trict of Germany the employmert
of female labor amounts to 35 per
cent, in the Kingdom of Saxony it
is 33. in Upper Swabia 31, and in
the Breslau district a little over 30,
These figur:s do not differ greatly
frqm the American statistics, which
give 37 per cent for New Hamp-
shire, 33 for Rhode Island, 32 fer
Massachusetts and 31 for Maryland.
The states just cited. however, in-
clude a smaller proportion of the
total populatien of the United
States, and there is no other Amer-
ican State with a percentage of
temale labor of oven 2%7. The
acricultural istricts of Germany,
as might be expected, show a much
larger proportion than similar dig-
tricts in the United States. Par-
ticular indnstries also show a
higher percentage of female  labor
in Germany than in the United
States. For example, the percect-
age in the textile milis of the
Black Forest district1s 73, while
in Reuss, a small principality south
of Lripsie, it nctuully rises a3 high
as 90 per cent.
