Cixcinsar, (Ohto), April 4. -A
special hrem the Ciiy of Mexico
suys that aulvices from Celaya,
Sunday afternvon, state that about
forty-five minutes past four o’clock
when the bull ring of Celava was
crowded with spectators of the gen -
cral national sport, and while the
company bull tighiers were still
plaving with the first bull, fire sud-
denly b:oke out cn the sunny side
of the plaza.
