FATAL FLAMES

Disastrous Burning of a Paper

Miil mm Wisconsin,

BATTERY OF BuillERS EAPLODED.
Scores of Men Buried Beneath the Borning
Ruins -A Long List of Eilled aund
Viounded to Fellow

Mrowavker (Wis.), Age. 23,
Atiniduight  last nicht la jargg
paper mill owned by Geo. Whiting,
on an island between Neenah and
Menasha, was burned. While
burning, and the structire was
surrounded by a crowd ol people,
the battery o1 the hoilers exploded.
The roof and walls were thrown
outward. sending showers of brick
and timbers amongst people.
Eighteen persons were killed and
and seven fatally injured, and a
number iess seriously hurt, several
of whom will die. The mill was a
three-story structme and cost

$100,000. It was operated day and
night. When the flames broke

out fifty were at work in the build-
ing and the fire alarm brought sev-
eral hondred to the spot, who
crowded 2s close to the bhurning
bailding as the intense heat would
permit.  About 1:50. while the
tpilding was anass of Hames, an
explosivnr vecurred without warn-
ing.  The roor was thrown upward
amd entward, and the walls of
brick were crumpled and crashed
mto the sireet. In an  instand
~cores of men were buried under
the debris. There was a moment
ol silence, then a cry of horror
went up from the wualiitude. A
strong impulise to Hy from the pos-
sible further danger was soou over-
cuamne, and bhundreds began the
work of recovering the bodies of
the dead and recovering the in-
jured.  Body after body was [ouns
crushed and mangled under the
ereat timbers and mason vy almost
bevond recognition.  The injured
were carried to the neighboring
residences, and to their homes as
soon as identified.

ing fur Charles Crocker and his com-
panions and they immediately dash-
ed off for Sacramento City, An en-
gine was waiting for them at the
depo  and Charles Crocker gave
orders 10 the engineer to run the en-
gine at every pound of steam shu
could stand The road was then un-
balanced and in very poor condition.

After they had passed heyond the
Awaerican river the engineer lowered
bis rate of speed,and at the same
sime told Charies Crocker that it was
dangerous to runat the rate they
were running

Mr. Crocker immediately said: *If
you are atraul you had better get off
the engine.”

He then took hold of the lever and
pulled it to the farthest limit. There
was 1o doubt in the world but thas
the men who were with Charles
Crocker were afraid every minute
that the train would jump the track.

But Charles Crocker never moved
a muscle, and stood at the lever un-
til the train reached Newcastle. At
Newcastle there was a four-horse
stage waiting for them, and they
galloped the horses until they reached
Auburn

At Auburn was a fresh team, and
at each ten miles between that place
and Virginia City there was a relay
of horses.

At various points along the moun-
tain roads, even the driv.rs were
afraid te obey Mr. Crocker’s orders,
and in uwo 1nstances he took the
reins himself and whipped the team
into a good gallop.

The result of the whols exciting,
wild and dashing race was that
Charles Crocker presented im the
business office of the Virginia City
Euterprise a copy of the San Fran-
cizco Bulletin twelve hours before
the opposition reached the city,

That was the death blow to the
Freeport and Folsom road and the
salvation of the Central Pacific. A
few years after that the rails on the
Freeport and Folsom rcad were toru
up, and to-day the old grade bed of
the road may be seen by anybady
who drives down to Freeport—a lest-
ing monument to a plucky man.—
