A few days azo General Harrison
made a short speech to visiting
delegations of enthusiastic be-
lievers in the policy of protection,
and in the course of his eluquent
and statesmanlike remarks touched
dapon a question which i8 upper-
most in the minds of weorkingmen
at the present time.
