Although Great Britain has at last
taken formal possession of New
guinea and of the Cook, or Ilervey
group of islands, the vacillation

Two years ago
the colonial government of Queens-- 1

tnd took possession of unoccupied
land in New Guinea in the name
of the queen, subject tc ratification
by the imperial government. But
when tiie question has been
brought up in the house of com-

mons pressure was put upon the
government to repudiate the an-

nexation, and while the matter was
being held in abeyance Germany
stepped in and took possession of
one-ha- lf of what might have been
British territory. Holland and
Germaiiy have now the greater
Ijrtion of the country, and Eng-
land has had to be content with
what was left, the indistinctness of
the bjundary lines being likely at
any time to lead to serious dis-

putes. Besides these grievances,
whbh come from without, there
are also internal difficulties that
may yet have great influence in

shaping the future of the Australian
colonies. The people of North
Queensland want that colony
divided. They realize that they
have developed its resources and
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the new management.
