Some of the finest
and stauuehest steamships that
have ever been built figure on the
long sad roll of the lost. Some of
them have betn run down and
sunk in a collision, like the Arctic,
the Ville du Havre and the Geiser; .

others have been destroyed by fire,
like the Amazon, the Sheridan and , ,
the iAustia; "many have "rusTiett5'"

headlong on the rocks in a log or
a dark mght, like the Schuler, the
Mosei and the Atlaut c; a few have
foundertd at sea in a gale or a
cyclone, like ti e Oity of Vera
Cruz; others have been wrecked on
sun lieu ice, like the Canadian,
while several, like the President,
Pacific and the magnificent City of
Boston, have mysteriously disap-
peared leaving not a trace behind
to indicate the cause of their loss.

It is certainly a startling fact
that in the space of forty-seve- n

years since the unfortunate Presi-
dent left New York, March 11,
1S4I, never again to appear to
mortal ken. nearly a hundred fine
steamers have been utterly des-

troyed while on their passage
across the Atlantic.

Of these eight after leaving port
mysteriously disappeared and have
never since been heard of ,ten were
run down in collisions, five were
burned, one ran on sunken ice in
the Straits of Belle Isle, another
went down in a field of ice, three
foundered in mid-ccea- n, and the
remainder of the melancholy list
were those of America or on island
rotks ff them

Fully ten f these ran in foggy
weather on the shores of Nova
Scotia cr New Foundland on their
way westward a sufficient warn-

ing, it might be supposed, to cap-
tains to give a wide berth to thse
iatituaes.

shipwrecks are caused by the rage .

The Czar's Trnia Wrerkeil but .

St. Petersburg, Oct. 31. The
official statement regarging the ac-

cident to the czar's train on Mon-

day is as follows : The train con-

taining the czar and czarina and
suite left Trano;-k- a at noon Monday
and while passing through a deep
gorge near Iierke the train left the
rails. At the time of the accident
the czar and czarina were in the
saloon carrage at breakfast.
When the lirst carriage left the
track the rest of the train oscil-

lated, causing the succeeding car-

riage to keel over. The saloon
carriage, although remaining on
the track, was badly shattered and
the r.c.if fell in but rested on a por-
tion of the sides, forming a shield
for the occupants. It seems in-

311. The destruction of other Tes-se- ls

caused the loss of fewer lives
than the vessels named, as happily
fewer passengers were ou board ;
but with several on the list from
100 to 200 beings perished. In
1873 no less than six large steam-
ships were wrecked, run down, or
disappeared, the most disastrous
losses being those of the Atlantic
and the Ville du Havre a total of
788 lives.
