Destructive Earthquakes in the

Mulayan Aichipelago.

Late last Spring the two cables
lines that connect Austialin with
Northern  Hemispheres suddenly
and simuitaneously censed to work,
and the island continent was for a
time cut off from iostavtunious
communication with the outer
worid. The fiact that both cables
on the same duay failed to render
their usuul service was regarded us
a8 remarksble coindeuce, aud ex-
cited aisrm. Letters Irom  Mel-
bourne say the opinion was general
that this strange coincidence was
either the result of a great convul-
sion at the bottom of the ocenn or
was the work of an enemy; and
every Austraiian Government lost
no time in putting its defenses ip
the best possible condition. It was
not long, however, before placidity
of mind was restored by the dis-
covery that pature, and not man,
was responsible.  1u the great vol-
canic belt south-o! Java, where the
cables lie within torty miles of
each other, they bud been simultan-
eously tractured, 1t is supposed by
some tremendous submarine dis-
turbance.

A few weeks ago one of the hun
dred of little isisnds that dot thar

the eruptive throes of tihe volcaoo
which forms its consp.cueus fea-
ture. The cabie has Irioght us
meugre details ot the buriul ot vil-
luges under layersof laya aud ashes
and the wretched deaths of muny
ustives. Pro.. Wailace, io “The
Mulay Arvcuipelago,”™ has given a
most gi.piic pieiure of  the des-
truclive energy often displayed by
tnis vast aod torigous line of vou-
canves, He tells of forvy villnges
desiroyed by u single eruption in
Java, of 12,000 people killed 1n the
great eruption of dSumbawa, and of
the dargening  the air aod
tuiling thickly on the seu for 300
wiles arouod.  When be  visited
Mukian, iu the  Moloceas, o 1560,
he tonad twelve Matay villages
Laere and its ?llf_: manutaln was
¢ad with  verdute 1o s summit.
When, two years later, he saw the
sslaud acain, mest of the mountain
had veen blown into  the sea una
the greater part of the populuce haa
been killed. Earthquakes aud vol-
canic outbursts aie chronic there,
and often we do not hear tor many
months of great culamities that
have overmh:lmed some small
islands in those waters.

Since the awlul explosion that
blew the island of Krukito it
tue sea, and destroyed muuy thous
auds of lives, no voicanic eruption
hus equaled i magoitude and dire-
ful resulis the disaster that over-
whelmed a number of Japanese
villages about 200 miles of rokio
carly in July. There was no fire
or lava, and ahe tragedy seems tu
have been cuuscd by immense vol-
umes of steam which, without a
moment’s warning, blew one of the
three praks ot the Bandia-san vol-
canic 1oto the air and scattered the
debris for muny miles around,
burying live hamiets under twenty
tectot liquid mud. It was lik€ a
boiler explosion of indescribable
violence. Bou ders  weighing
m:ny tons were shot five miles in
theair. A littie river was buried
out of sight. The covntry for five
miles on one side of the volcano
wus overwhelmed by the terrent ot
falling earth. Ao abyss about
1000 feet deep now marks the spot
where the peuk rose high above the
surrounding country. All land-
mmarks were obliterated, and above
the rice fields here and there the
impeded streams pave formed
great lakes. Nearly a thousand
people were kilied in this deluge,
which tor a time turned dayinto
night, and most of their bodies
were buried wherz they stood,
under the new table-land formed
by the rain of redhot esrth.
