THE METHOD OF ELECTING
PRESIDENT.

After each p:esidential electior |
there are many discussions upen |
tue wethod of conducting those
elections, and varions plans are
proposed to better the present ar-
rangement by the electoral college.
1 hie most popular of these plans is
to change toa direct vote of the
peuvple, irrespective ol state lines,
The St. Louis Globe-Democrat
=avs upon the subject that a few
moments’ intelligent thought,how-
ever, will convince two out of every
three sensible people that a change
1o the latter method would not be
desirable. The  Philadelphia
Times, which is one of the advo-
cates of the popular-vote systeni,
ways that a “direct vote for Presi-
dent and Vice President would
uot only end the now great and
steadily growing debauchery ot
close States, butit would end ail
apprehensions of dispute as to the
election.”” This is a singularly
mistaken yiew of the matter. A
direct volte might “end the great
and growing debauchery,” in such
States as New York, Indiana, New
dersey, and Connecticut, where it
is mostin vogue under the present
system, but it would transfer it to
other parts of the State whose re-
turns are slower in coming in. In
all cases waere the aguregate of the
returns, as far as obtuined within
ten or twelve hours aiter the elec-
tion, appeared to be close, there be
the strongest sort oi a temptation
for campaign managers to tamper

with the votes in the States aad
districts yet to be heard from.

The party which secmed to be
ahead woulld use all its endeavors
to keep its lead, while the other
party would be equally industrious
in its efforts to get ahead. This
would furaisih the opportunity for
““fine work’ in a thousand places,
aud this opporturity wounld not be
néglected. The party which had
the most moncy and most astute
and unscrupulons managers weuld
have a big advantage over the
other under the system ol choice
by popular vote. This is one of
the evils whichh would resuit from
the adoptivn of the method of elec
ting the 'resident by direet vote of
the  people. is anothe::
The election could not be known
definitely for several days or weeks

Here

after the votes were cast. Every-
body in the United States who was
within the reach of a telezraph
o.dice kuew, orcould have known,
at midnizht of the day when the
voting took place  that Benjamin
Ilarrison was elected.  Many days
Lave passed since then, and it is
not yet certain whether heor
Cleveland has obtained a plurality
ol the popular vote. There isa |
vrobability, of course, that arei-
son is ahead, bat this is not deli-
nitely known yet, nor can it be for
two or three weeks to come, |
There were over 10,000,000 votes ’
cast in 1834, and Cleveland’s plur-!
ality was only about 62,000, while
oi the 9,000,000 ballots deposited
in 1880, Garield's plurality was
but 9,000, Although the fact that |
Gartield hada majority of the eigc- ‘
toral coilege was learned all over
the country within six hours after
the polls c¢losed, nobody knew un-
til about a month later whether he
was in the lead or not on the popn-
lar wvote.
