Ttev
commence bearing Iht first year alter
setting out, and neld a full crop the
second and third year ifter setting
out. They are propagated from suck-
ers and root cuttings. The plant is
aliout the height and size of a currant
bush a.id very stocky, holding the
fruit we.l up from the ground Plants
should be set in the spring, during
March, April and My, in rows two or
three feet apart, ind five or six feet
between the rows, making a perfect
hedge, and no gra&s or weeds should
be allowed to grow between rows.
